Solving the main economic problem
by Jaseph M. Bryan Jr,, PhDD in Economics, Princeton Univessity

Throughout time, the infabitants af earth harve been faced with the challenges of acguiring resources and
using them to their benefit Academically pu,” the econonie provlem faced by humans is the production and
distrilrution of resources. The three solutions io this ecanantic probiem chamiel the work of monking ro productive
outlets, but afso ensure the correct allocation of the results of these efforts. These systems af economies are run by
fradition, conmamd, and market, Thro ugh these institwtions of economic argenrization, the Unfted States Fos
successfully produced goods but failed to adequarely solve the issue af "Who Crets Whe? ™

With each of these three types of economies in mind, the United States has most greatly benefited
from its use of the marker ecimomy. By incorperating concepts of tradition and command, the U.S, has
gonc to great lengths in its attempts to solve the economic problem. It has solved the production half of
this problem by producing enough of the right types of goods (or acquiring them through trade), but it has
not comectly solved the issue of distribution. By definition, distribution needs have not been met, because
in 2009, approximately *14.3% of all persons lived in poverty,™ This means that this percentage of people
did not have the yearly flow of income required to support themselves or their family members, In light of
this flaw, the United States has highest GDP (gross domestic product) of any single nation at
$14,140,000,000,000. However, this only goes to show the disparity in its distribution when compared
with the U.S."s 1 1th ranked GDP per capita of $46,000.

Despite these figures, the United States has actually gone to ifs greatest lengths vet throughout the
last century or so, in its attempts to solve this problem. With policies closer resembling laissez-faire idess
and favoring big business during the early 1900s, the government now has in place methods of
redistributing wealth and ensuring that most of the basic needs of the lowerclassunemployed are met.



These funds are collected through taxation and given out by way of programs such as Medicaid,
unemployment benefits, and food stamps, These changes, more broadly speaking, are a shift from a truer
market economy to a market cconomy heavily influenced by command, Also, it should be noted that
tradition has played a role in establishing the customs of hasic lransactions, contracts and agreements, and
the coneept of looking out for those less fortunate than s in society,

With the continued suceess of the market economy for Americans as a whole, it is clear that this is
‘the best means to proceed for the years to come. With its basis in each person acting in his or her own
best interest, it is inevitable that some people will not have the same return on their efforts as others do,
This is why participants in a market economy give the effort they do, and that is why this institution is the
most successful. Without the option to rely on others for economic well-being, citizens of market
economy nations have the highest incentive of all to succeed economically: the wants and needs of
themselves and their loved ones.

Although not as prominent as aspects of the market cconomy, many characteristics of the
commarnd economy are present in the U.8."s economic landscape, If the market economy of the United
States is given credit for ensuring its production capabilitics, then the command teaits, and tradition traits
to a lesser extent, are responsible for rying to solve the nation’s distribution issues, However, the extent
of the government’s reach in its decision of who gets what is a double-edged sword. With the high
redistribution of wealth comes less incentive for Americans to take risks and achieve financial success,
But with little or no redistribution of wealth, many more Americans wil] experience poverly, or 4 worse
degree of it, ;

Although there is no winning formula for redistribution, the U.S. has found respectable balance
of helping those in need while still allowing for economic growth in the private secior, With the
‘dominance of a market economy in the United States, the nation's leaders have to appease big busincss
and corporate lobbyists, This, in tumn, makes it difficult to raise taxes on these titans of industry to give
these funds to those who contribute very little economically.

The least impactful of these three economic institutions in the 1.5, are the aspects of a traditional
economy. Interestingly enough, along with command, it accounts for much of the country’s policies on
distribution. These tradition-based values of community and helping our fellow man 1o survive have been
with us since the beginning of time, These customs-derived traits of oor economy impact the United
States through both its social charity and the policies set forth by those who govern the nation. Had the
market aspects of the American economy been lesser than the command and tradition-based values, the
United States today would have done much better in the distribution problem. However, it would surely
have been lacking severely in its production. Because participants in economy run by command or
tradition would most likely not receive the percentage of retums that they would see in a truer market
economy, the amount of GDP would surely decline because of the lesser amount of waork being
undertaken. :

In conclusion, because of the competitive nature inherent in a market economy, the United States
has not solved the economic problem. The rewarding of the highest contributors to the ECOnomy,
although highly efficient and helpful for further growth, does not fulfill the financial needs of all
mdividuals. This lack of wide spectrum distribution lefi almost a seventh of Americans in poverty for
2009, By incorporating concepis of tradition and command into the market economy of the United
States, an equilibrivm has been attained through which the efficiency of the market is not too greatly
hampered by the welfare of the nation, and most of those living in poverty still have access 1o food,
clothing, education, and housing. Although in no way perfect, the U.S. has gone a lomg way in
attempting to solve the economic problem,

El martes, durante el segundo dia del examen sobre el cumplimiento del Pacto Internacional de
Derechos Civiles v Politicos por el Estado venezolano, ante ¢l Comité de Derechos Humanes de la ONU,
el especialista israeli Yuval Shanny, preguntt a la delegacion encaberada por la fiscal general, Luisa
Ortega, sobre la medida cautelar que afecta a los directivos de los tres medios ('El Nacional'. Tal Cual' v
"La Patilla'), :

Ortega respondid lo siguiente: "Vamos a responder todas las preguntas, pero muchas las haremos
por escriln",

Las organizaciones no gubernamentales Espacio Publico e Instituto Prensa ¥ Sociedad presentaron
un informe a Maciones Unidas en el que pidieron discutir la demanda por difamacian sgravada continuada
interpuesta por Cabello contra los 22 directives. En el texto, las ONG destaca Ia gravedad de que la jueza
‘12 de juicio, Maria Eugenia Nificz hava decretado la prohibicion de salida del pais y obligara a los
directivos a presentarse una vez a la semana ante su tribunal.



Desde Ginebra, Carlos Correa, director de Espacio Piblico, apiné que la decisian es una pena
anticipada, porque sin poder ejercer ningiin recurso judicial asociado al debido proceso, se aplica esa
prohibicion que "es una sancidn que se aplica por un presunto delitn”,

Dijo que presentaran el informe con la denuncia ante ¢l Comité de Derechos Humanos de la ONU
por la gravedad del asunto: "Una medida como esta tiene como consecuencia un efecto de silenciamiento,
Es decir, pretenden silenciar estos medios ¥ con ello afectan a quiencs escriben en estor medios
(periodistas, editores ¥ propictarios) y 2 los lectores reales v potenciales de estos medios. Es una
construccion que apuntala el miedo a expresarse; favorece la censurs ¥ la autocensura”, agrepd.

La delegacién venezolana tuve varios voceras, entre cllos, el director de Conatel, William
Castillo, quicn aseverd que en Venezusla no hay censura ni persecucion a los medios.

"En Venezuela no hay censura, sino responsabilidad ulterior. En 11 afios ha habido 26
Jrocedimientos y solo uno fue multado, En 2014 se blogued NTN24 porque intervenia en la soberanta,
pero no hay una politica de Estado para el blogueo de Internet”, express.

What is Microeconomies all about?

Microeconomics is the branch of economics that is concerned with the details of this abig
pictures. In microeconomics we focus on the individuals, firms, and government agencies that actually
comprise the larger economy. Microecpnomics is the study of how decisions are made by consumers and
suppliers, how these decisions determine the allocation of scaree resources in the marketplace, and how
public policy ean influence market outcomes for better or worse. A hasic understanding of
‘microeconomics is essential to the study of macroeconomics because “micro™ provides the foundations
upon which “macro” iz built, It is pointless to try to explain, far example, the demand for money and how
it affects interest rates in the ceonomy without a prasp of how suppliers and buyers interact in & market.

Economists think of there being two sides to & market, the demand side and the supply side, The
demand side consists of economic agents, households and sometimes firms, who come to the market to
buy a specific good or service. The supply side consists of the suppliers of the good or service, generally
firms that produce the item.

In markets for final goods, which are ready for consumption, the demanders are usually the
consumers in the household sector: for example, someone buying a croigsant. However, in the case of
capital goods, it is a firm that is the buyer of the final good; for example, & bakery buying a new
automated oven. There are also markets for' intermediate goods where the buvers are firms purchasing a
good or service used in the production of another good or service, for example bakeries purchasing flour
from millers, or millers purchasing wheat from farmers.

Buyers all come to the market with the same goal of getting as much satisfaction, or what economists cal
utility, as they can from their limited budget. Suppliers are maximizing profit by using the factors of
production - land, labor, capital, and entrepreneurship, - as effectively as possible, given the costs of thoge
Tactors and the price at which they can sell their product.

An inverse relationship between price and the quantity demanded is called the Law of Demand, [t
is one of the most firmly established principles in the social sciences and it is no exaggeration to say that
it is the keystone of economics.

Why are economists so convinced that there is an inverse Ielationship between price and quantity
demanded? First of all, we all see the law of demand sf work in every day life. If Ford has too ANy
trucks left over at the end of the model year it offers discounts to stimulate demand. What we egll a
“sale” is just the use of the law of demand to increase the quantity sold by cutting price. We saw that
when personal computers became cheaper, the number of homes owning one inereased rapidly.,
Traveling around the country one can see that in states where electricity is relatively cheap, the amount of
electricity used per home is higher than in states where clectricity is expensive.

Secondly, the way that price affects consumer choice is easily and well understood, and that

analysis is compélling in its support of the law of demand. =0
. To sum up, the law of demand is the one main laws of the market. It says that the quantity of a
good or service that is demanded varies mversely with changes in the price, holding other Factors
constant. This effect has two components, the substitution effect and the income effect. Both work in the

direction of making the quantity demanded change in the opposite direction o u change in price,

- Donald Tremp's voters have high hopes that he'll boost the economy and protect jobs for those
who've been left behind after three decades of flat or shrinking paychecks,

They didn’t vote to make the super-wealthy even wealthier,

Even Steve Mnuchin, the Goldman Sachs banker Trump picked to be his treasury secretary, secms
to understand this. He promised “no absolute tax cuts for the upper class.”

Yet one of the first priorities of Republicans in Congress is to give an exclusive tax break to multi-
millionaires and billionaires. They plan 1o abolish the estate tax and allow tax loopholes for billionaires to
Conimue.



The estate tax, sometimes derided as a “death tax,” is only paid by households with assets over
$11 million. In 2013, 99.8 percent of the population was exempt. But the 0.2 percent who are subject 1o
the tax are well represented in Donald Trump's cabinet,

Owur first billionaire president has nominated a cabinet that includes two billionaires and at least
ten multi-millionaires, whose combined nef worth is estimated at over $13 billion. As a group, they're
part of the tiny segment of 1.8, society that will personally benefit from such targeted tax cuts for the
wealthy,

Under the GOP plan, Mnuchin's taxes would be cut by $3.3 millien a year, according to an
analysis by Americans for Tax Fairness. And his heirs would get an extra $160 million if the estate tox i5
abolished.

Members of Donald Trump's family would also score big, If Trump has the $10 billion he claims.
scrapping the estate tax would net each of his four children an additional $1 billion in inherited wealth,

There's no credible argument that abolishing this tax on inherited wealth will ereate jobs or help
the economy. It'll simply be a windfall for the already have-a-lots.

At the root of our problems is a two-ticred tax system in America: one for the privileged and one
for everyone else. The tax system for the hottom 99 percent is hard to play games with: Most of us have
taxes taken out of our wages in every paycheck,

The privileged people’s tax svstem, for those with $10 million er more, includes numeraus
opportunities for the super-rich to get out of paying their fair share. Wealthy families like the Mnuching
and Trumps hire teams of lawyers, accountants, and estate planners to help them to design escape routes
from their 1ax obligations.

Mnuchin has personally set up several “dynasty trusts” to avoid paying any taxes on his personal

estimated fortune of $620 million, According to federal ethies disclosures, he has $32 million in one such
trust, including corporate stock, artwork. and a private jet. The primary purpose of these vehicles is to
dodge federal estate taxes for generations to come,
. When the wealthy dodge taxes, ordinary taxpayers who can’t game the system must pick up the
tab for infrastructure, defense, national parks, and servicing the national debt. The super-rich reap the
enormous benefits of growing their wealth in U.S. society, but they're freeloaders when it comes ta
paying the bills,

Historically, being wealthy hasn't disqualified & president from being a champion for those with
less. There are many examples of *bom on third base™ presidents: Roosevelt, Kennedy, Bush. The test of
leadership is whether they put the country ahead of their own narrow personal financial interests,

For Trump, the estate tax is the first such text.

Cest 1a
victoire de ['économic de marché sur "économie de production. La production est ramende au simple

Le marketing est un ensemble de méthodes et de techniques visant 4 satisfaire les désirs et besoins
des consommateurs et permettant  l'entreprise de gagner puis de conserver une clientéle rentable, grice &
une ecoute permanente du marché pour anticiper la demande ou 4 défaut sy adapter.

En frangais le terme marketing a été traduit par deux mots inspirés également de «marchés ;
Jmercatique (& partir du mot latin anercatuse) et marchdage (4 partir du mot frangais «marchén). Ces deux
termes sont complémentaires et 4 présent désignent chacun une partie de la démarche marketing d une
entreprise,

distribution, modes de communication.

Ecomomia de Espafia

La economia de Espafia es la quinta por tamafio en la Unién Europea v la decimotercera nivel
mundial en términos nominales. 18 En términos relativos o de paridad de poder adquisitivo, se encuentra
también entre las mayores del mundo (ver Anexo:Paises por PIB (PPA)). Sepin un informe de The
Economist, Espafia es ¢ 10° paiz del mundo con mayor calidad de vida. Coma en 1a economis de todos
los paises europeos, el sector terciario o sector servicios es el que licne un mayor peso. La moneda de
Espafia es, desde 2002, el euro. _

Desde el final de Ia crisis de principios de los afios 1990, 1a economia espafiola tuvo més de una
década expansiva de erecimiento macroecondmice, por encima de la media del resto de la Unidn
Europea. Sin embargo, entre 2008 y 2013 sufrié una fucrte recesion20 En 2014 el producto interior bruto
valvid de nuevo a crecer, a yn 1,4%.21 El mimero de desempleados alcanzd un méximo de 5,77 millones
"en febrero de 2014 y disminuyé el resto del afio on 446.000 personas. 22 Segin la CEOQE, la revision al
alza del erecimiento de la economia espafiola en 2015 se dehe gl "descenso del precio del petrdlen, la
mejora de las condiciones de financiacion ¥ la depreciacion del euro, asi como la previsién de crecimiento
para la Eurozona”,

La economia espaficla consolidd en 2015 e proceso de recuperacitn iniciado en 2013, registrando
¢l PIB real una trayectoria expansiva, En el corjunto del afio, el PIB crecid el 3,2%, por encima del PIB
de la zona euro (2%).

Es destacable la prolongacién del procesa de desapalancamiento del sector privado, cuva deuds se
ha reducido en 49 puntos porcentuales de PIB, desde e maxime alcanzado a mediados de 2010 hasta
2016. La deuda no consolidada del sector privado no financicro se en 2016 a niveles de finales de 2005 ¥
proximos a la media de la zona euro. :

En 2016, el déficit de las Administraciones Piblicas espafiolas quedd en el 4,33% del PIR,
cumpliendo por primera vez desde el estallido de la crisiz en 2008, el objetive comprometido con la
Camisién Europea.25 La deuda pablica era en el afio 2000 igual al 59 % del PIB, se redujo entre 2000 v
2007 hasta el 36 % del PIB, pero a partir de ese afio se fue elevanda hasta llegar a un 99 % en 2014,
motivado por una fuerte cafda de los ingresos, acompafiads de una subids de los gastos de las
“Administraciones pablicas,

Los efectos adversos de la crisis han generado un importante eambio de tendencia en o que a
distribucion de la renta se refiere. Espaila, en ¢l periodo entre 2008 y 2011, no habia seguido la tendenéia
al aumento de las desigualdades observada en muchos paises desarrollados, pero esta excepcion ha
quedado truncada por la intensidad de 1a crisis que ha convertido a Espafia en uno de los paises donde las
desigualdades han erecido mds en los afios 2008-2013 (OCDE 2013, 2014). En 2017, 0.4 % de la
poblacién concentran casi la mitad del PIB de Espafia.
