Dali, ademds de pintor, fiue ilustrados, disefiader, guionista y escultor; también escribit alpunos
libros de ensayo (entre ellos, “El diario de un genio™) v poesia. Colaboré con Luis Bufinel, Garcia Lorca,
“Vicente Aleixandre. Su originalidad indiscutible se le ve tanto en su obra como en su persona. Basta decir
que €l mismo convirtié su casa en Figueras en un museo del surrealismo. Para & horror de la Iglesia,
pintaba & su mujer, Gala, en imagen de la Madre de Dios.

Salving the main economic problem

Throughout fime, the inhabitants of earih have been faced with the challenges of acquiring resorces and
using them to their beneflt, Academically put, the economic problem faced by himans is the production and
disiribution of revources. The three solutions to this economic problem channel the work af mankind o productive
outlets, but alse ensure the correct allocation af the results of these efforts. These systems of economies are run by
tradition, command, and market. Through these imatitutions of economic organization, the United States has
successfully produced goods buf failed o adequately solve the issue of “Who Gets What? "

With each of these three types of economies in mind, the United States has most greatly benefited
‘from its use of the market economy. By incorporating concepts of tradition and command, the U.S. has
gone fo great lengths in its attempts to solve the economic problem. It has solved the production half of
this problem by producing enough of the right types of goods (or acquiring them through trade), but it has
notl correctly solved the issue of distribution. By definition, distribution needs have not been met, because
in 2009, approximately “14.3% of all persons lived in poverty.” This means that this percentage of people
did not have the yearly flow of income required to support themselves or their family members. In light of
this flaw, the United States has highest GDP (gross domestic product) of any single nation at
$14,140,000,000,000. However, this only goes to show the disparity in its distribution when compared
with the U.8.’s 11th ranked GDP per capita of $46,000.

Despite these figures, the United States has actually gone 1o its greatest lengths yet throughout the
last century or so, in its attempts to solve this problem. With policies closer resembling laissez-faire ideas
and favoring big business during the early 1900s, the government now has in place methods of
redistributing wealth and ensuring that most of the basic needs of the lowerclass/unemployed are met,

These funds are collected through taxation and given out by way of programs such as Medicaid,
unemployment benefits, and food stamps. These changes, more broadly speaking, are a shift from a truer
market economy to a market economy heavily influenced by command. Also, it should be noted that
tradition has played a role in establishing the customs of basic transactions, contracts and agreements, and
the concept of looking out for those less fortunate than us in society.

With the continued success of the market economy for Americans as a whole, it is clear that this is
‘the best means to proceed for the years to come. With its basis in each person acting in his or her own
best interest, it is inevitable that some people will not have the same return on their efforts as others do.
This is why participants in a market economy give the effort they do, and that is why this institution is the
most successful. Withoul the option to rely on others for economic well-being, citizens of market
economy nations have the highest incentive of all to succeed economically: the wants and needs of
themselves and their loved ones.

Although not as prominent as aspects of the market economy, many chamcteristics of the
command economy are present in the U.S."s economic landscape. If the market economy of the United
States is given credit for ensuring its production capabilities, then the command traits, and tradition traits
to a lesser extent, are responsible for trying to solve the nation’s distribution issues. However, the extent
of the government's reach in its decision of who gets what is a double-edged sword. With the high
redistribution of wealth comes less incentive for Americans to take risks and achieve financial success.
But with little or no redistribution of wealth, many more Americans will experience poverty, or a8 worse
degree of it, .

Although there is no winning formula for redistribution, the U.S. has found a respectable balance
of helping those in need while still allowing for economic growth in the private sector. With the
‘dominance of a market economy in the United States, the nation's leaders have to appease big business
and corporate lobbyists. This, in turn, makes it difficult to raise taxes on these titans of industry to give
these funds to those who contribute very little cconomically.

The least impactful of these three economic institutions in the U.S. are the aspeets of o traditional
economy. Interestingly enough, along with command, it accounts for much of the country’s policies on
distribution. These tradition-based values of community and helping our fellow man to survive have been
with us since the beginning of time. These customs-derived traits of our economy impact the United
States through both its social charity and the policies set forth by those who govem the nation. Had the
market aspects of the American economy been lesser than the command and tradition-based values, the
United States today would have done much better in the distribution problem. However, it would surely
have been lacking severely in its production. Because participants in economy run by command or
tradition would most likely not receive the percentage of returns that they would see in a truer market
economy, the amount of GDP would surely decline because of the lesser amount of work being
undertaken. "

In conclusion, because of the competitive nature inherent in a market economy, the United States
has not solved the economic problem. The rewarding of the highest contributors to the economy,
although highly efficient and helpful for further growth, does not fulfill the financial needs of all
individuals, This lack of wide spectrum distribution left almost a seventh of Americans in poverty for
20049, By incorporating concepts of tradition and command into the market economy of the United
States, an equilibrium has been attsined through which the efficiency of the market is not too greatly
hampered by the welfare of the nation, and most of those living in poverty still have access to food,
clothing, education, and housing. Although in no way perfect, the US. has pone a long way in
altempting to solve the economic problem,

Las organizaciones no gubernamentales Espacio Piblico ¢ Instituto Prensa y Sociedad presentaron
un informe a Naciones Unidas en el que pidieron discutir la demanda por difamacicn agravada continuada

What is Microeconomics all about?

Microeconomics is the branch of economics that is concerned with the details of this whig
pictures, In microeconomics we focus on the individuals, firms, and government agencies that actually
comprise the larger economy. Microecpnomics is the study of how decisions are made by consumers and
suppliers, how these decisions determine the allocation of scarce resources in the marketplace, and how
public policy can influence market outcomes for better or worse, A basic understanding of
‘microeconomics is essential to the study of macroeconomics because “micra™ provides the foundations
upon which “macro™ is built. It is pointless to try to explain, for example, the demand for money and how
it affects interest rates in the economy without a grasp of how suppliers and buyers interaet in a market,

Economists think of there being two sides to a market, the demand side and the supply side, The
demand side consists of econamic agents, houscholds and sometimes firms, who come to the market to
buy a specific good or service. The supply side consists of the suppliers of the good or service, generally
firms that produce the item.

In markets for final goods, which are ready for consumption, the demanders are usually the
consumers in the household sector; for example, someone buying a croissant. However, in the case of
capital goods, it is a firm that is the buyer of the final good; for example, a bakery buving a new
automated oven. There are also markets for'intermediate goods where the buyers are firms purchasing a
good or service used in the production of another good or service, for example bakeries purchasing flour
from millers, or millers purchasing wheat from farmers.

We study the demand and supply sides of markets separately, because esch involves different
groups of agents. Within each group there is 4 common goal but the two groups have very distinct goals.
Buyers all come to the market with the same goal of getting as much satisfaction, or what economists call
utility, as they can from their limited budget. Suppliers are maximizing profit by using the factors of
production - land, labor, capital, and entrepreneurship, - as effectively as possible, given the costs of those
factors and the price at which they can sell their product.

An inverse relationship between price and the guantity demanded is called the Law of Demand, It
is one of the most firmly estublished principles in the social sciences and it is no exaggeration to say that
it is the keystone of economics.

Why are economists so convinced that there is an inverse relationship between price and quantity
demanded? First of all, we all see the law of demand at work in every day life. 1f Ford has too many
trucks left over at the end of the model year it offers discounts to stimulate demand. What we call a
“sale” is just the use of the law of demand to increase the quantity sold by cutting price. We saw that
when personal computers became cheaper, the number of homes owning one increased rapidly.
Traveling around the country one can see that in states where electricity is relatively cheap, the amount of
electricity used per home is higher than in stales where electricity is expensive. _

Secondly, the way that price dffects consumer choice is easily and well understood, and that
analysis is compelling in its support of the law of demand. i '
" To sum up, the law of demand is the one main laws of the market. It says that the quantity of a
good or service that is demanded varies inversely with changes in the price, holding other Tactors
constant, This effect has two components, the substitution effect and the income effect. Both work in the
direction of making the quantity demanded change in the opposite direction to 8 change in price.

Trump's First Big Test on Taxes
by CHUCK COLLINS

Donald Trump’s voters have high hopes that he’ll boost the economy and protect jobs for those
who've been left behind after three decades of flat or shrinking pavehecks.

They didn't vote to make the super-wealthy even wealthier.

Even Steve Mnuchin, the Goldman Sachs banker Trump picked to be his treasury secretary, seams
to understand this. He promised “no absolute tax cuts for the upper class.”

Yet one of the first priorities of Republicans in Congress is to give an exclusive tax break to multi-
millionaires and billionaires. They plan to abolish the estate tax and allow tax loopholes for billionaires to
contimue.



The estate tax, sometimes derided as a “death tax,” is only paid by households with assets over
$11 milkion. In 2013, 99.8 percent of the population was exempt, But the 0.2 percent who are subject to
the tax are well represented in Donald Trump's cabinet.

Our first billionaire president has nominated a cabinet that includes two billionaires and at least
ten multi-millionaires, whose combined net worth is estimated at over $13 billion. As a group, they're
part of the tiny segment of U.S. society that will personally benefit from such targeted tax cuts for the
wealthy.

Under the GOP plan, Mnuchin’s taxes would be cut by $3.3 million a vear, according to an
analysis by Americans for Tax Fairness. And his heirs would get an extra $160 million if the estate tax is
Jabaolished,

Members of Donald Trump's family would also score big. If Trump has the $10 billion he claims,
scrapping the estate tax would net each of his four children an additional $1 billion in inherited wealth.

There's no credible argument that abolishing this tax on inherited wealth will create jobs or help
the cconomy. It'll simply be a windfall for the already have-a-lots.

At the reot of our problems is a two-tiered tax system in America: one for the privileged and one
for everyone else. The tax system for the bottom 99 percent is hard to play games with: Most of us have
taxes taken out of our wages in every paycheck,

The privileged people’s tax system, for those with $10 million or more, includes numerous
opportunities for the super-rich to get out of paying their fair share, Wealthy families like the Mnuchins
and Trumps hire tfeams of lawyers, accountants, and estate planners to help them to design escape routes
from their tax obligations,

Mnuchin has personally set up several “dynasty trusts™ to avoid paying any taxes on his personal
estimated forfune of $620 million. According to federal ethics disclosures, he has $32 million in one such
trust, including corporate stock, artwork, and a private jet. The primary purpose of these vehicles is to
dodge federal estate taxes for generations to come.

When the wealthy dodge taxes, ordinary taxpayers who can’t game the system must pick up the
tab for infrastructure, defense, national parks, and servicing the national delt, The super-rich reap the
enormous benefits of growing their wealth in U8, society, but they're freeloaders when it comes o
paving the bills.

Historically, being wealthy hasn't disqualified a president from being a champion for those with
less. There are many examples of “born on third base” presidents: Roosevelt, Kennedy, Bush, The test of
leadership is whether they put the country ahead of their own namow personal financial interests.

For Trump, the estate tax is the first such text.

Biiti & partir du mot anglais market (marché), le terme marketing explicite bien le concept de base
quil désigne : consulter le marché (les conspmmateurs) avant de prendre toute décision et dentreprendre
toute action commerciale. Un produit ne sera vendu que s'il répond 4 un besoin du marché. Clest la
victoire de |'économie de marché sur I'économie de production. La production est ramende au simple



rang d'outil permettant d'élaborer les produits ou les services correspondant sux bescins des
consommateurs,

Le marketing est un ensemble de méthodes et de techniques visant & satisfaire les désirs et besoins
des consommateurs et permettant 4 lentreprise de gagner puis de conserver une clientéle rentable, grice 4
une feoute permanente du marché pour anticiper la demande ou a défaut s'y adapter.

En frangais le terme marketing a &2 traduit par deux mots inspirés ¢galement de amarcheés
Jrercatigue (A partir du mot latin «mercatusy) et marchéage (4 partir du mot frangais smarchés). Ces deux
termes sont complémentaires et 4 présent désignent chacun une partie de la démarche marketing d'une
enfreprise.

Economia de Espaifia

La cconomia de Espafia es la gquinta por tamafio en la Unién Europea v la decimotercera a nivel
mundial en términos nominales. 18 En términos relativos o de paridad de poder adquisitiva, se encucntra
también entre las mayores del mundo (ver Anexo:Paises por PIB (PPAY). Segin un informe de The
Economist, Espafia es el 10" pais del mundo ¢on mayor calidad de vida. Como en la economia de todos
los palses europens, el sector terciario o sector servicios es el que tiene un mayor peso. La moneda de
Espaiia es, desde 2002, el euro,

Desde el final de la crisis de principios de los afios 1990, la economia espafiola tuvo més de una
decada expansiva de crecimiento macroecondmico, por encima de la media del resto de la Unidn
Europea. Sin embargo, entre 2008 y 2013 sufrié una fuerte recesitn20 En 2014 el producto interior bruto
volvid de nuevo a crecer, a un 1,4%.21 El mimero de desempleados aleanzd un miximo de 5,77 millones
"en febrera de 2014 y disminuyd el resto del afio en 446,000 personas 22 Segin la CEOE, la revision al
alza del crecimiento de la economia espafiola en 2015 se debe al “deseenso del precio del petrdlen, la
mejora de las condiciones de financiacidn y la depreciacion del suro, asf como la previsidn de crecimiento
para la Eurozona®,

La economia espafiola consolidé en 2015 el proceso de recuperacion iniciado en 2013, registrando
el PIB real una trayectoria expansiva. En el conjunto del afie, el PIB crecid el 3,2%, por encima del PIB
de la zona euro (2%6).

Es destacable la prolongacion del proceso de desapalancamicnto del sector privado, cuya deuda se
ha reducido en 49 puntos porcentuales de PIB, desde el miximo aleanzado 8 mediados de 2010 hasta
2016. La deuda no consolidada del sector privado no financiero se en 2016 a niveles de finales de 2005 y
proximos a la media de la zona euro. x

En 2016, el déficit de las Administraciones Piblicas espafiolas quedd en el 4,33% del PIB,
cumpliendo por primera vez desde el estallido de la crisis en 2008, el objetive comprometide con la
Comisidn Europea.25 La deuda piblicp era en el afio 2000 igual al 59 % del PIB, se redujo entre 2000 y
2007 hasta el 36 % del PIB, pero a partir de ese afio se fue elevando hasta llegar a un 99 % en 2014,
motivade por una fuerte caida de los ingresos, acompafiada de una subida de los gastos de las
"Administraciones piblicas.

Los efectos adversos de la crisis han generado un importante cambio de tendencia en To que a
distribucion de la renta se refiere. Espafia, en el periodo entre 2008 v 2011, no habia seguida la tendendia
al sumento de las desigualdades observada en muchos peises desarrollados, pero esta excepcitn ha
quedado truncada por la intensidad de la crisis que ha convertido a Espafia en uno de los palses donde las
desigualdades han crecido més en los afios 2008-2013 (OCDE 2013, 2014). En 2017, 04 % de la
poblacidn concentran casi la mitad del PIB de Espafia.
