Su mano dio a la luz cuadros y dibujes que parecen pertenecer a otros mundos. Muestras de ello
son “El juego de ligubre™, “El suefio” y, mundialmente famoso, “Persistencia de la memoria o Los relojes
blandos™,

Dali, ademas de pintor, fue ilustrados, disefiador, guionista y cscultor; también escribié algunos
libros de ensayo (entre ellos, “El diario de un genio™) y poesia. Colabord con Luis Bufiuel, Garcia Lorea,
‘Vicente Aleixandre, Su originalidad indiscutible se le ve tanto en su ohra como en su persona. Basta decir
que €l mismo convirtié su casa en Figueras en un museo del surrealismo.

L, [pouwraiTe co CAOEIPEM TEKCT 00 COBUMEARROCTH ofnemom 2000-2500 neyaTinX 3HAKOE W nepeaafiTe CUHORHOE
COARPEEHIE TEXCTE HI HHOCTPAHHOM AILIEE B fOPME YOTHOM pehepata,
Solving the maln economic problem
by Joseph M. Bryan Jr., PhD in Economics, Princeton University

Throughout time, the inhabitants of earth have been faced with the challenges of acquiring resowrces and
using them to their benefit. Academically pul, the economic problem foced by humans Is the production and
disiribution of resources. The three solutions fo this ecomomic problem channel the work of mankind o productive
outlets, bur also enswre the corvect allocation of the results of these efforts. These systems af econamies are run by
tradition, command, ond market. Through these institutions of economic organization, the United Siaies has
successfilly prodhiced goods but failed to adequately yolve the issue af “Who Geis What? "

With each of these three types of economies in mind, the United States has most greatly benefited
from its use of the market economy. By incorporating concepts of tradition and command, the 1.5, has
gone to great lengths in its attempts to solve the economic problem. It has solved the production half of
this problem by producing enough of the right types of goods (or acquiring them through trade), but it has
not correctly solved the issue of distribution. By definition, distribution needs have not been met, because
in 2009, approximately “14.3% of all persons lived in poverty.” This means that this percentage of people
did not have the yearly flow of income required to support themselves or their family members, In light of
this flaw, the United States has highest GDP (gross domestic product) of any single nation at
£14,140,000,000,000. However, this only goes to show the disparity in is distribution when compared
with the U.5."s 11th ranked GDP per capita of $46.000.

Despite these figures, the United States has actually gone to its greatest lengths yet throughout the
last century or so, in its attempts to solve this problem. With policies closer resembling laissez-faire ideas
and favoring big business during the early 1900s, the government now has in place methods of
redistributing wealth and ensuring that most of the basic needs of the lowerclass‘inemployed are met.



These funds are collected through taxation and given out by way of programs such as Medicaid,
unemployment benefits, and food stamps. These changes, more broadly speaking, are a shift from a truer
market economy to a market economy heavily influenced by command. Also, it should be noted that
tradition has played a role in establishing the customs of basic transactions, contracts and agreements, and
the concept of looking out for those less fortunate than us in society.

With the continued success of the market economy for Americans as a whole, it is clear that this is
-the best means to proceed for the vears to come. With its basis in each person acting in his or her own
best interest, it is inevitable that some people will not have the same return on their efforts as others do.
This is why participants in a market economy give the effort they do, and that is why this institution is the
most successful. Without the option to rely on others for economic well-being, citizens of market
economy nations have the highest ineentive of all o succeed economically: the wants and needs of
themselves and their loved ones.

Although not as prominent as aspects of the market economy, many characteristics of the
command economy are present in the U.5."s economic landscape. If the market economy of the United
States is given credit for ensuring its production capabilities, then the command traits, and tradition traits
to a lesser extent, are responsible for trying to solve the nation’s distribution issues. However, the extent
of the government’s reach in its decision 'of who gets what is a double-cdged sword, With the high
redistribution of wealth comes less incentive for Americans to take risks and achieve financial success.
But with little or no  redistribution of wealth, many more Americans will experience poverty, or a worse
degree of it.

Although there is no winning formula for redistribution, the U.S, has found a respectable balance
of helping those in need while still allowing for economic growth in the private sector. With the

and corporate lobbyists. This, in tum, makes it difficult 10 raise taxes on these titans of industry to give
these funds to those who contribute very little economically.

The least impactful of these three economic institutions in the UL.S. are the aspects of a traditional
economy. [nterestingly enough, along with command, it accounts for much of the country’s policies on
distribution. These tradition-based values of community and helping owr fellow man to survive have been
with us since the beginning of time. These customs-derived traits of our economy impact the United
States through both its social charity and the policies set forth by those who govern the nation. Had the
market aspects of the American economy been lesser than the command and tradition-based values, the
United States today would have done much better in the distribution pn:;bl:;':m However, it would surely
have been lacking severely in itz production. Because participants in economy run by command or
tradition would most likely not receive the percentage of retumns that they would see in a truer market
economy, the amount of GDP would surely decline because of the lesser amount of work being
undertaken, &

In eonelusion, because of the competitive nature inherent in a market economy, the United States
Jws not solved the economic problem. The rewarding of the highest contributors to the economy,
although highly efficient and helpful for further growth, does not fulfill the financial needs of &l
individuals. This lack of wide spectrum distribution left almost a seventh of Americans in poverty for
2009. By incorporating concepts of tradition and command into the market economy of the United
States, an equilibrium has been attained through which the efficiency of the market is not too greatly
hampered by the welfare of the nation, and most of those living in poverty still have access to food,
clothing, education, and housing. Although in no way perfect, the U.S. has gone a long way in
attempting to solve the economic problem,

Desde Ginebra, Carlos Correa, director de Espacio Pdblico, opind que la decisidn es una pena
anticipada, porgue sin poder ejercer ningin recurso judicial asociado al debido proceso, se aplica esa
prohibicion que "es una sancidn que se aplica por un presunto delito”.

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What is Microeconomics all about?

Microeconomics is the branch of ¢conomics that is concerned with the details of this «big
pictures. In microeconomics we focus on the individuals, firms, and government agencics that actually
comprise the larger economy. Microeconomics is the study of how decisions are made by consumers and
suppliers, how these decisions determine the allocation of scarce resources in the markeiplace, and how
public policy can influence market outcomes for better or worse. A basic understanding of
‘microeconomics is essential to the study of macroeconomics because “micro™ provides the foundations
upon which “macro™ is built. It is pointless to try to explain, for example, the demand for money and how
it affects interest rates in the economy without a grasp of how suppliers and buyers interact in a market.

Economists think of there being two sides to a market, the demand side and the supply side, The
demand side consists of economic agents, households and sometimes firms, who come to the market 1o
buy a specific good or service, The supply side consists of the suppliers of the good or service, generally
firms that produce the item.

In markets for final geods, which are ready for consumption, the demanders are usually the
comsumers in the household sector; for example, someone buying a croissant. However, in the case of
capital goods, it iz a firm that is the buyer of the final pood; for example, a bakery buying a new
automated oven, There are also markets for intermediate goods where the buyers are firms purchasing a
good or service used in the production of another good or service, for example bakeries purchasing flour
from millers, or millers purchasing wheat from farmers.

We study the demand and supply sides of markets separately, because cach involves different
groups of agents. Within each group there is a common goal but the two groups have very distinet goals.
Buyers all come to the market with the same goal of getting as much satisfaction, or whal economists call
utility, as they can from their limited budget. Suppliers are maximizing profil I:u:.-' uging the factors of
production - laml labor, capital, and entrepreneurship, - as effectively as possible, given the costs of thuse
factors and the price at wluch they can sell their product.

An inverse relationship between price and the quantity demanded is called the Law of Demand. It
is one of the most firmly established principles in the social sciences and it is no exaggeration to say that
it is the keystone of economics.

Why are economists so convinced that there is an inverse relationship between price and quantity
demanded? First of afl, we all see the law of demand at work in every day life. If Ford has too many
trucks lelt over at the end of the model year it offers discounts to stimulate demand. What we call a
“sale” is just the use of the law of demand to increase the quantity sold by cutting price. We saw that
when personal computers became cheaper, the number of homes owning one increased rapidiy.
Traveling around the country one can see that in states where electricity is relatively cheap, the amount of
electricity used per home is higher than in states where elec'u-icity I3 expensive.

Secondly, the way that price sffects consumer choice is easily and well understood, an:.i lhul
analysis is compelling in its support of the law of demand.

To sum up, the law of demand is the one main laws of the market. [t says that the quant:t;,- of a
good or service thal is demanded varies inversely with changes in the price, holding other Tactors
congtant, This effect has two components, the substitution effect and the income effect, Both work in the

direction of making the quantity demanded change in the opposite direction to a change in price.

Un estudie elaborado por Oxford Economics para encontrar las economias locales de Europa con
mcjores perspectivas de empleo sitia a' Tarragona como la provinecia del continente donde se producird un
mayor incremento porcentual del mimero de puestos de trabajo en los priximos cinco afios,
; En segundo hagar del informe de la consultora britinica aparece Mdlaga, mientras que Guadalajara
y Alava figuran en quinta y séptima plaza, respectivamente.



Parte de ese liderazgo se explica porque Espafia parte de una base baja tras la destruccion de
empleo durante la recesidn, Segiin Oxford Economics, "Espafia, uno de los paises més golpeados por la
crisis econdmica, va a experimentar una significativa recuperacitn durente los cinco proximos afios, con
cuatro de sus regiones entre las diez primeras del ranking”.

Ademas de las citadas provincias espafiolas, en ¢l top ten' de la clasificacion estdn tres ciudades
de Polomia y una de Irlanda, Chipre y Suiza.

En el caso de Tarragona, Oxford Economics espera que los empleos aumenten un 10,2% entre
2015 y 2020, pasando de 354,400 a 390.600 al final de la década. Este crecimiento contrasta con una
calda del 1,2% entre 2010 v 2015,

Milaga disfrutard del mismo aumento porcentual en los prdximos cinco afios, hasta aleanzar los
620200 puestos de trabajo, 58.000 mds qbe en 2015. El avance en Guadalajara serd del 8.9%, hasta
90.700 empleos, mientras que en Alava sera del 8,2%, con lo que el nimero de empleados en csta
provincia del Pais Vasco aleanzara los 172.500.

En total, el aumento de empleos en las cuatro provincias espafiolas se situard en 115.000 respecto
a los niveles de 20135, estima Ouxford Economics, que realizo el informe por encargo del International
Festival for Business, una conferencia de empresas que se celebrard en Liverpool en junio de 2016.

Entre 2010 y 2015, las zonas donde mds crecid el emplea fueron Chechenia en Rusia, 1fov en
Rumama y el Este de Londres, segiin Ia consultora.
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Trump's First Big Test on Taxes

Donald Trump's voters have high hopes that he'll boost the economy and protect jobs for those
‘who've been left behind after three decades of flat o shrinking paychecks.

Thay didn't vole to make the super-wealthy even wealthier.

Even Steve Mnuchin, the Goldman Sachs banker Trump picked to be his freasury secretary, scems
to understand this. He promised “no absolute tax cuts for the upper class.”

Yet one of the first pnorities of Republicans in Congress is to give an exclusive tax break to muli-
millionaires and billionnires, They plan to abolish the estate tax and allow tax loopholes for billionaires to
continue,



The estate tax, sometimes derided as a "death tax,” is only paid by households with assets over
$11 million. In 2013, 99.8 percent of the population was exempt. But the 0.2 percent who are subject to
the tax are well represented in Donald Trump's cabinet.

Our first billionaire president has nominated a cabinet that includes two billionaires and art least
ten multi-millionaires, whose combined net worth is estimated at aver $13 hillion. As a group, they're
part of the tiny segment of U.S, society that will personally benefit from such targeted tax cuts for the
wealthy.

Under the GOP plan, Mnuchin's taxes would be cut by $3.3 million a year, sccording to an
analysis by Americans for Tax Faimess, And his heirs would get an extra 3160 million if the estate tax i3
abolished.

Members of Donald Trump's family would also score big. If Trump has the $10 billion he claims,
scrapping the estate tax would net each of his four children an additional 31 billion in inherited wealth,

There’s no credible argument that abolishing this tax on inherited wealth will create jobs or help
the economy. It']l simply be a windfall for the already have-a-lots,

At the root of our problems is a two-ticred tax system in America: one for the privileged and one
for everyone else. The tax system for the bottom 99 percent is hard to play games with: Most of us have
taxes taken out of our wages in every paycheck.

The privileged people’s tax system, for those with $10 million or more, includes numerous
opportunities for the super-rich to get out of paying their fair share. Wealthy families like the Mnuchins
and Trumps hire teams of lawyers, accountants, and estate planners to help them to design escape routes
from their tax obligations,

Mnuchin has personally set up several “dynasty trusts” 1o avoid paying any taxes on his personal
estimated fortune of $620 million, According to federal ethics disclosures, he has $32 million in one such
trust, including corporate stock, artwork, and a private jet. The primary purpose of these vehicles is 1o
dodge federal estate taxes for genemtions to come.

. When the wealthy dodge taxes, ordinary taxpayers who can't game the system must pick up the
tab for infrastructure, defense, national parks, and servicing the national debt. The super-rich reap the
enormous benefits of prowing their wealth in U.8. society, bul they're freeloaders when it comes to
paying the bills.

Historically, being wealthy hasn’t disqualified a president from being a champion for those with
less, There are many examples of “borm on third base™ presidents: Roosevelt, Kennedy, Bush. The test of
leadership is whether they put the country ahead of their own narrow personal financial interests,

For Trump, the estate tax is the first such text.

Making America great doesn’t mean giving booster rockets to multi-generational dynasties of
wealth. We need one tax system that's fair to everyone.

Durch das grofe Bevilkerunpswachstum und die daraus folgende Verstiidterung, Technisierung
und Industrialisierung kam es im 19, und Anfang des 20. Jahrhunderts dazu, dass stindig und immer
schneller nene Produlae auf die Mirkte kamen. Die schnell wachsenden Erzeugnismengen wurden fiir die
Konsumenten (Kiufer) ununterscheidbar, Somit ging auch die dirckte Beziehung zwischen dem
Hersteller und dem Kensumenten verloren und es entstand ein anonymer Markt,

. Reaktion auf diese Entwicklung war die Kennzeichnung der Produkte durch Markierung der
Waren. Damit hatte der Kiufer einen Herkunftsnachweis. Seitdem hat sich allerdings sowohl der
Charakter auch als der Geltungsbereich von solchen Marken grundlegend erweitert.

F@hll eine dieser Eigenschaften, zihlt das Objekt streng genommen nicht mehr als Marke. Diese
Kriterien ind den Gegebenheiten der heutigen Zeit jedoch nicht mehr ganz angemessen, denn neben den
Fertigwaren kénnen auch Investitionsgiiter (Industriemaschinen), Vorprodukte von Zulieferern und
Dienstleistungen als Markenariikel gelien. Seid 1996 werden Marken vor allem durch ihre Produktions-
und Vertriechsmethode beschrieben. Sie wollen ein besonders gutes Bild beim Verbraucher erlangen und
zur Erhihung der Bekanntheit fihren.

Beim Markenartikelhersteller Coca-Cola liegt der Birsenwert viel hiher als der Buchwert, Coca-Cola hat
weder ein Patent auf seine Cola-Rezeptur noch einen Wissensvorsprung in der Herstellung von
Erfrischungsgetriinken. Dennoch ist der Anleger bereit, cinen hohen Preis fiir die Aktie zu zahlen. Die
Erklirung liegt in der wachsenden Bedeutung von whichtkdrperlichen" (immateriellen) Werten wie
Management, Wissensvorsprung und guten Kontakten zu Licferanten und Kunden. In erster Linie ist es
aber die Bedeutung von Marken. Coca-Cola hat es geschafft, den entscheidenden Platz im Kopf der
Verbraucher einzunehmen, der sie veranlasst, Coca-Cela dhnlichen Erfrischungsgetriinken vorzuriehen.

La naissance du marketing produit

Le XI1X-e siécle et la premidre moitié du XX-¢ ont été marqués par la domination des producteurs
sur le marché, Le probléme de V'entreprise n'était pas de vendre ses produits, mais de les fabriquer.
L'ingénieur régnait, [l suffisait en effet de proposer un ben produit pour 'écouler sans difficulté sur un
marché non saturd, 4 des consommateurs aux besoins largement non satisfaits. Le développement de la
sociéte de consommation et la crise des années T0-B0 ont renversé les priorités. Avant de produire il faut
aujourd hui savoir & qui, comment ou par quel moyen le produit sera vendu. Les entreprises s'adressent 4
des consommateurs devenus exigeants. Le marketing nait avec la société d"sbondance.

Biti & partir du mot anglais market (marché), le terme marketing explicite bien le concept de base
gu'il désigne : consulter le marché (les consommateurs) avant de prendre toute décision et d"entreprendre
toute action commerciale. Un produit ne serz vendu que s'll répond & un besoin du marché. Clest la
victoire de I'économie de marché sur I"économie de production, La production est ramenée au simple



rang d'outil permettant d'élaborer les produits ou les services correspondant aux besoins des
consormateurs,

Le marketing est un ensemble de méthodes et de techniques visant & satisfaire les désirs et besoins
des consommateurs of permettant @ l'enfreprise de gagner puis de conserver une clicntéle rentable, préce &
une écoute permanente du marché pour anticiper la demande ou & défzut s'y adapter.

En francais le terme marketing a &té traduit par deux mots inspirds également de emarchés ;
Hrercatique (4 partir du mot latin emercatusy) et marchéage (4 partir du mot frangais emarchés), Ces deux
termes sont complémentaires et 4 présent désignent chacun une partie de la démarche marketing d"une
entreprise.

Dans la pratique, une entreprise va suivre une démarche A trois temps correspondant & trois parties
du marketing ; d'abord une démarche amalwigre, puis sfratégigue (ces deux termes pouvent étre
regroupés sous le mot dmercatiques), et enfin une démarche opérationnelle {marchéage).

Le marketing analytique vise & adapter "offre {un produit, un service) & la demande d"un client
(consommateur ou entreprise). La premiére étape consiste d comprendre quelle est la demande ; qui, guo,
olt, quand, comment, combien, pourquoi ? Les réponses 4 ces questions par le biais des éudes marketing
permettent de définir le produit optimal. Ces études, qualitatives et quantitatives, portent généralement sur
le marché : principaux acteurs (fournisseuss, concurrents, clients), environnement, produit, circuits de
distribution, modes de communication.

Une partie de 1"étude porte également sur I’entreprise, ses produits, ses marques, sa disiribution, sa
communication, sa politique cummerci;le, ete.

Le marketing strafégigue permet de définir les objectils généraux de 1"entreprise, de choisir un {ou
plusieurs) marché cible, d’adapter une stratégie de segmentation du marché, de positionner les produits
sur ce marché.

Le marketfing opérationnel a pour but de concrétiser les choix effectués précédemment. Le
responsable marketing doit, en fonetion de la stratégic adoptée, développer un plan d'actions pour chague
composante du produit ou service :

- plan produit (€laboration du produt, de son emballage),

- plan prax {d&termination et test du prix),

- plan distribution (choix d'un réseau de distribution, marchadisage, management des forces de
vente),

- plan communication (publicité, promotion de ventes, relations publiques).

Economia de Espafia

La economia de Espafia es la guinta por tamafio en la Union Europes vy la decimotercera a nivel
mundial en términos nominales. 18 En términos relativos o de paridad de poder adquisitive, se encuentra
también entre las mayores del mundo (ver Anexo:Paises por PIB (PPA)). Segin un informe de The
Economist, Espafia es €l 10° pais del mundo con mayor calidad de vida. Como en la economia de todos
los paises europeos, el sector terciario o sector servicios es el gque tiene un mayor peso. La moneda de
Espafia es, desde 2002, el euro.

Desde ¢l final de la crisis de principios de los afios 1990, la economia espafiola tevo més de una
década expansiva de crecimiento macroeconomico, por encima de la media del resto de la Unidn
Furopea. Sin embargo, entre 2008 v 2013 sufrio una fuerte recesion20 En 2014 ¢l producte interior bruto
volvid de nuevo a crecer, a un 1,4%.21 El ndmero de desempleados alcanzd un maximo de 5,77 millones
en febrero de 2014 v disminuyo el resto del afio en 446.000 personas.22 Segin la CEQE, la revisitn al
alza del crecimiento de la economia espafiols en 20135 se debe al "descenso del precio del petrdleg, la
mejora de las condiciones de financiacidn y la depreciacion del euro, asi como la previsién de crecimiento
para la Eurozona®.

La economia espafiola consolido en 2015 el proceso de recuperacidn iniciade en 2013, registrando
el PIB real una trayectoria expansiva. En el conjunte del afio, el PIB crecid el 3,2%, por encima del PIB
de la zona euro {2%).

Es destacable la prolengacion del proceso de desapalancamiento del sector privado, cuya deuda se
ha reducido en 45 puntos porcentuales de PIB, desde el méaximo alcanzado a mediados de 2010 hasta
2016, La denda no consolidada del sector privado no financiero se en 2016 a niveles de finales de Eﬂﬂﬂ y
préximos a la media de la zona euro. E

En 2016, el déficit de las Administraciones Piblicas espafiolas quedd en el 4,33% del PIB,
cumpliendo por primera vez desde el estallido de la erisis en 2008, el objetivo comprometido con la
Comision Europea.25 La deuda piblica era en el afio 2000 igual al 59 % del PIB, se redujo entre 2000 v
2007 hasta el 36 % del PIB, pero a partir de ese aflo s fue elevando hasta Heger a un 99 % en 2014,
motivado por una fuerte caida de los ingresos, acompafiada de una subida de los gastos de las
‘Administraciones piblicas.

Los efectos adversos de la crisis han generade un importante cambio de tendencia en [o que a
distribucién de la renta se refiere. Espafia, en el periodo entre 2008 v 2011, no habia seguido la tendencia
al aumento de las desigualdades observada en muchos paises desarrollados, pero esta excepeidn ha
quedado truncada por la intensidad de la crisis que ha convertido a Espafia en uno de los paises donde las
desigualdades han crecido més en los afios 2008-2013 (OCDE 2013, 2014). En 2017, 04 % de la
poblacion concentran casi la mitad del PIB de Espafia.
