Solving the main economic problem
by Joseph M. Bryan Jr., PhD in Economics, Princeton University

Throughout time, the inhabitants of earth have been faced with the challenges of acquiring re-
sources and using them to their benefit. Academically put, the economic problem faced by humans is
the production and distribution of resources. The three solutions to this economic problem channel
the work of mankind to productive outlets, but also ensure the correct allocation of the results of
these efforts. These systems of economies are run by tradition, command, and market. Through these
institutions of economic organization, the United States has successfully produced goods but failed
to adequately solve the issue of “Who Gets What "

With each of these three types of economies in mind, the United States has most greatly bene-
fited from its use of the market economy. By incorporating concepts of tradition and command, the
U.8. has gone to great lengths in its attempts to solve the economic problem. Tt has solved the pro-
duction half of this problem by producing enough of the right tvpes of goods (or acquiring them
through trade), but it has not correctly solved the issue of distribution. By definition, distribution
needs have not been met, because in 2009, approximately “14.3% of all persons lived in poverty.”
This means that this percentage of people did not have the yearly flow of income required to support
themselves or their family members. In light of this flaw, the United States has highest GDP {gross
domestic product) of any single nation at $14,140,000,000,000. However, this only goes to show the
disparity in its distribution when compared with the U.8."s 11th ranked GDP per capita of 546,000,

Despite these figures, the United States has actually gone to its greatest lengths yet through-
out the last century or so, in its attempts to solve this problem, With policies closer resembling lais-
sez-faire ideas and favoring big business during the early 1900s, the government now has in place
methods of tedistributing wealth and ensuring that most of the basic needs of the lower-
class/unemployed are met. These funds are collected through taxation and given out by way af pro-
grams such as Medicaid, unemployment benefits, and food stamps. These changes, more broadly
speaking, are a shift from a truer market economy to a market economy heavily influenced by com-
mand. Also, it should be noted that tradition has played a role in establishing the customs of hasic
transactions, contracts and agreements, and the concept of looking out for those less fortunate than us
in society.

With the continued success of the market cconomy for Americans as a whole, it is clear that
this is the best means to proceed for the years to come. With its basis in each person acting in his or
her own best interest, it is inevitable that some people will not have the same return on their efforts
as others do. This is why participants in a market economy give the effort they do, and that is why
this institution is the most successful. Without the option to rely on others for economic well-being,
citizens of market cconomy nations have the highest incentive of all to succeed economically; the
wants and needs of themselves and their loved ones.

Although not as prominent as aspeets of the market economy, many characteristics of the
command ceonomy are present in the U.8.’s economic landscape. If the market economy of the
United States is given credit for ensuring its production capabilities, then the command traits, and
tradition traits to a lesser extent, are responsible for trying to solve the nation's distribution issues.
However, the extent of the government’s reach in its decision of wha gets what is a double-edped
sword, With the high redistribution of wealth comes less incentive for Americans to take risks and
achieve financial success. But with little or no redistribution of wealth, many more Americans will
experience poverty, or a warse degree of it.

Although there is no winning formula for redistriibution, the 1.S. has found a respectable
balance of helping those in need while still allowing for economic growth in the private sector. With



the dominence of a market economy in the United States, the nation’s leaders have to appease big
business and corporate lobbyists, This, in turn, makes it difficult to raise taxes on these titans of in-
dustry to give these funds to those who contribute very little economically.

The least impactful of these three economic institutions in the 1.5, are the aspects of a tradi-
tional economy. Interestingly enough, along with command, it accounts for much of the country’s
policies on distribution. These tradition-based values of community and helping our fellow man to
survive have been with us since the beginning of time. These customs-derived traits of our economy
impact the United States through both its social charity and the policies set forth by those who gov-
ern the nation. Had the market aspects of the American economy been lesser than the command and
tradition-based values, the United States today would have done much better in the distribution
problem. However, it would surely have been lacking severely in its production. Because partici-
pants in economy run by command or tradition would most likely not receive the percentage of re-
turns that they would see in a truer market economy, the amount of GDP would surely decline be-
cause of the lesser amount of work being undertaken,

In conclusion, because of the competitive nature inherent in a market economy, the United
States has not solved the economic problem. The rewarding of the highest contributors to the econ-
amy, although highly efficient and helpful for further growth, does not fulfill the fingncial needs of
all individuals. This lack of wide spectrum distribution left almost a seventh of Americans in pav-
erty for 2008, By incorporating concepts of tradition and command into the market economy of the
United States, an equilibrium has been attained through which the efficiency of the market is not ton
greatly hampered by the welfare of the nation, and most of those living in poverty still have access
to food, clothing, education, and housing. Although in no way perfect, the LS. has gone a long way
in attermnpting to solve the economic problem.

Biti & partir du mot anglais market (marché), le terme marketing explicite bien le concept de
base qu'il désigne : consulter le marché (les consommateurs) avant de prendre toute décision et
d’entreprendre toute action commerciale. Un produit ne sera vendu que s'il répond 4 un besoin du
marche. Clest la victoire de I'économie de marché sur I"économie de production. La production est
ramenée au simple rang d’outil permettant d’élaborer les produits ou les services correspondant aux
besoins des consommateurs.

Le marketing est un ensemhle de méthodes et de techniques visant & satisfaire les désirs et
besoins des consommateurs et permettant & I'entreprise de gagner puis de conserver une clienttle
rentable, grice 4 une écoute permanente du marché pour anticiper la demande ou & défaut s'y adapter.

El martes, durante el segundo dia del examen sobre ¢l cumplimiento del Pacto Internacional
de Derechos Civiles y Politicos por ¢l Estado venezolano, ante €] Comité de Derechos Humanos de
la ONU, el especialista israeli Yuval Shanny, pregunto a la delegacitn encabezada por la fiscal gen-
eral, Luisa Ortega, sobre la medida cautelar que afecta a los directivos de los tres medios ('El
Nacional', "'Tal Cual' v 'La Patilla").

Ortega respondio lo siguiente: "Vamos a responder todas las preguntas, pero muchas las har-
€MOS por escrto”,




Las organizaciones no gubemamentales Espacio Pablico e Instituto Prensa v Sociedad
presentaron un informe a Naciones Unidas en el que pidieron discutir la demanda por difamacion
agravada continuada interpuesta por Cabello contra los 22 directivos. En el texto, las ONG destaca la
gravedad de que la jueza 12 de juicio, Maria Fugenia Nifiez haya decretado la prohibicion de salida
del pais y obligara a los directivos a presentarse una vez a la semana ante su tribunal.

Desde Ginebra, Carlos Correa, director de Espacio Piblico, opind que la decisién es una pena
anticipada, porque sin poder gjercer ningin recurso judicial asociado al debido proceso, se aplica esa
prohibicion que "es una sancidn que s aplica por un presunte delito”,

"Es decir sin entrar a discutir ¢l fondo del caso ya se aplican sanciones. Las personas no
pueden defenderse de ninguna manera. Es un recurso recurrente en el dmbito judicial venezolano. Se
aplican medidas en exceso y se alargan durante todo el juicio”, expresd.

Dijo que presentaron el informe con la denuncia ante el Comité de Derechos Humanos de 1a
ONU por la gravedad del asunto: "Una medida como ésta tiene como consccuencia un efecto de si-
lenciamiento. Es decir, pretenden silenciar estos medios y con ello afectan a quienes escriben en es-
tos medios (periodistas, editores y propietarios) v a los lectores reales y potenciales de estos medios.
Es una construccion que apuntala el miedo a expresarse; favorece la censura v la autocensura”,
agrega.

La delegacidn venezolana tuve varios voceros, entre ellos, el director de Conatel, William
Castillo, quien aseverd que en Venezuela no hay censura ni persecucion a los medios,

"En Venezuela no hay censura, sino responsabilidad ulterior. En 11 afios ha habido 26 pro-
cedimientos y solo uno fue multado. En 2014 se bloqued NTN24 porque intervenia en la soberania,
pero no hay una politica de Estado para el bloqueo de Internet”, expresé,

También negd que haya restricciones para la compra de papel periddico. Sin embargn, el ini-
co diario independiente que llega a todo el pais, 'El Nacional', no recibe las divisas que necesita para
comprar el insumo; sus peticiones son negadas,

Los opositores

Los expertos preguntaron por los casos contra Leopoldo [opez, Daniel Ceballos v Antonio
Lederma. La fiscal Ortega Diaz asegurd que todo el que quiera puede entrar a ver los juicios de
Lapez y Ceballos. "Se les garantiza todo lo necesario: visitas, deportes, sitios higiénicos, misa. Aca-
ban de concluir la huelga de hambre y el Estado estuvo vigilante de su salud, Lépez y Ceballos
tienen acceso a médicos de su confianza”, expresd.

Vale destacar que Lopez y Ceballos solo pueden recibir la visita de sus familiares directos v
que a los juicios no puede entrar quien quiera, Los medios de comunicacion, por ejemplo, ticnen el
acceso negado. Teampoco se ha permitido que a Lépez lo chequeen médicos de su confianza, ni si-
quiera cuando reslizd una huelga de hambre que durd 30 dias.

What Is Microeconomics all about?

Microsconomics is the branch of economics that is concemed with the details of this «big pictares, In microcco-
nomics we foeus on the individuals, firms, and government agencies that actually comprise the larger economy, Microe-
conomics is the study of how decisions are made by consumers and suppliers, how these decisions determine the alloca-
tion of scarce resoarces in the marketplace, and how public poficy can influence market outcomes for betier or worse, A
basic understanding of microeconomics is essential to the study of macrocconomics becanse “micro™ provides the foun-
dations wpon which “macro™ is built, It is pointless to try to explain, for example, the demand for money and how it af-
fiects interest rates in the economy without a grasp of how suppliers and buyers interact in a market.

Economists think of there being two sides o a market, the demand side and the supply side. The demand side
cemsists of economibc agents, households and sometimes fiems, whe come to the market to buy a specific good or service.
The supply side consisis of the suppliers of the good or service, generally firms that produce the ifem.

In markets for final goods, which are ready for consumption, the demanders are usually the consumers in the
household sector; for example, someane buying a croissant, However, in the case of capital goods, it is a firm that is the
buyer of the final good; for example, & bakery buying a new automated oven. There are also markets for intermediate
goods where the buyers are firms purchasing a good or service used In the production of another good or sarvice, for ex-
ample bakeries purchasing flour from millers, or millers purchasing wheat from farmers.

We study the dernand and supply sides of markets separately, because each involves different groups of agents,
Within each group there is a8 common goal but the two groups have very distinet goals. Buyers all come {0 the market
‘with the same goal of getting as much satisfaction, or what economists call utility, as they can from their limited budges.
Suppliers are maximizing profit by using the factors of production - land, labor, capital, and entrepreneurship, - as effec-
tively as possible, given the costs of those factors and the price at which they can sell their product

An inverse relationship between price and the quantity demanded is called the Law of Demand. It is one of the
most firmly established principles in the sociel sciences and It is no exaggeration to say that it is the keystone of econom-
ics,

Why are cconomists so convinced that there is an inverse relationship between price and quantity demanded?
First of all, we all see the law of demand at work in every day life. If Ford has too many trucks left over at the end of the
model year it offers discounts to stimuolate demand. 'Wsat we call 2 “sale” is just the use of the law of demand to increase
the: quantity sold by cutting price. We saw that when personal computers became cheaper, the number of homes owning
one increased rapidly. Traveling around the country one can see that in states where electricity is refatively cheap, the
amount of electricity used per bome is higher than in states where clectricity is expensive.

Secondly, the way thit price affects consumer choice is easily and well understood, and that analysis is compelling
in its support of the law of demand.

To sum up, the law of demand is the one main laws of the market. It says that the quantity of a good or service
that is demanded varies inversely with changes in the price, holding other factors constant. This effect has two COmpo-
nents, the substitution effect and the income effect, Both work in the direction of making the quantity demanded change
in the opposite direction to a change in price.

En el caso de Tarragona, Oxford Economics espera que los empleos aumenten un 10,2% en-
tre 2015 y 2020, pasando de 354.400 a 390.600 al final de la década. Este crecimiento conirasta con
una caida del 1,2% entre 2010 y 2015,

Milaga disfrutara del mismo aumento porcentual en los proximos cinco afios, hasta alcanzar
los 620.200 puestos de trabajo, 58.000 mis que en 2015. El avance en Guadalajara sera del 8.9%,
hasta 90.700 empleos, mientras que en Alava serd del 8,2%, con lo que el mimero de empleados en
esta provincia del Pais Vasco alcanzard los 172.500.
