UN comes together to promote tourism for development

Madrid, Spain, 06 April 2011

Tourism has been identified by more than half of the world’s poorest countries as an effective means to take part
in the global economy and reduce poverty. To maximize tourism’s role in helping countries reach their
development goals, UNWTO has come together with seven UN agencies and programmes to boost tourism as an
instrument for development.

Tourism is increasingly a major, if not the main, source of growth, employment, income and revenue for many
of the world’s developing countries. The sector is currently the first or second source of export earnings in 20 of
the 48 Least Developed Countries (LDCs) and is demonstrating steady growth in at least 10 others. As such,
tourism has become one of the main engines of socioeconomic progress for many countries and a development
priority for a majority of the LDCs.

In order to better position tourism in the development agenda and maximize this potential, UNWTO has come
together with seven UN agencies and programmes — the International Labour Organization (ILO), International
Trade Centre (ITC), UN Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD), UN Development Programme
(UNDP), UN Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO), UN Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO) and the World Trade Organization (WTQ) — to create the UN Steering Committee on
Tourism for Development (SCTD).

By harnessing the strengths and expertise of each agency and creating synergies between UN organizations, the
Committee will deliver more coordinated, effective and efficient technical assistance and support to developing
countries.

One of the first activities of the Committee will be the holding of a Special Tourism Event at the Fourth UN



Conference on Least Developed Countries (LDC-1V) to be celebrated in Istanbul, Turkey, 10 May 2011.

The event, ‘Promoting Tourism for Sustainable Development and Poverty Reduction’, will set the scene for a
new international framework for development through tourism, providing the opportunity for LDCs, UN
agencies and key players of donor countries and other institutions to find ways to foster tourism for development
and create mechanisms for LDCs as they seek to combat poverty, diversify their economies and pursue inclusive
growth strategies.

The role of tourism in increasing LDCs’ participation in the global economy, and as a means of poverty
reduction, will be the focus of the World Export Development Forum (WEDF), the International Trade Centre’s
flagship event, held this year at LDC-1V in partnership with UNWTO (Istanbul, Turkey, 10-11 May 2011). The
WEDF will focus on the role of the private sector for tourism-led growth and inclusive sustainable development
through the creation of key pilot projects.
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President Zuma of South Africa joins UNWTO / WTTC global campaign on the value of Travel and
Tourism

The President of South Africa, Jacob Zuma, is the latest head of state to join the ongoing World Tourism
Organization (UNWTO) and World Travel & Tourism Council (WTTC) Leaders for Tourism Campaign.

President Zuma was presented an Open Letter stressing the importance of Travel and Tourism to global growth
and development by WTTC President and CEO, David Scowsill and by David de Villiers, Chairman of the World
Committee on Tourism Ethics, representing UNWTO Secretary-General, Taleb Rifai (Cape Town, South Africa,
4 May).

“Given the importance we attach to this industry, we are delighted to be the first African nation to join the Global
Leaders for Tourism campaign,” said President Zuma receiving the Open Letter. President Zuma further
highlighted the economic and social value of tourism. “We take tourism very seriously in this country given its
job creation potential. That is why we have identified tourism as one of the six job drivers in our New Growth
Path framework. Tourism is well positioned to be a leading avenue for addressing unemployment, especially
given its labour intensive nature. Tourism jobs are not only created in the travel and tourism industry, but also in
manufacturing, financial services, agriculture, healthcare and numerous other peripheral industries,” he said.
“More significantly, this sector has become a fertile environment for entrepreneurs and small, medium and micro
enterprises while historically disadvantaged people are increasingly making their careers in tourism, creating jobs
for others and building their own businesses,” the President added.

President Zuma further emphasized the value of tourism as “one of the most powerful tools for nurturing world
peace and stability” calling it an “industry which promotes people to people contacts and enhances
understanding, tolerance and respect within nations and also across cultures and borders”.

As part of the Global Leaders for Tourism Campaign, UNWTO and WTTC are jointly presenting heads of state
and government around the world an Open Letter which calls on them to acknowledge tourism’s key role in
delivering on sustained and balanced growth and to prioritize the sector high in national policies in order to
maximize its potential. The Open Letter outlines Travel and Tourism’s value as one of the world’s largest
generators of sustainable enterprises and decent jobs, a powerful driver of socio-economic growth and
development and a key player in the transformation to the Green Economy.

“South Africa clearly understands the positive impact of travel and tourism, with its ability to stimulate growth
and generate new jobs,” said David Scowsill, speaking at the World Economic Forum on Africa in Cape Town.
“President Zuma has a deep understanding of the industry, and we salute his leadership as the first African leader
to sign the Golden Book.”

“We are extremely happy to see the very positive reaction that this campaign is having all around the world,”
said Mr. Rifai in Astana, Kazakhstan, on the sidelines of the Astana Economic Forum. “Mexico, the first country
to receive the Open Letter last February, and now South Africa, through the leadership of President Zuma, are
examples to the world. Their acknowledgment of tourism’s role in addressing the multiple challenges we face
today, in particular those of equitable economic growth and much-needed job creation, open the way for the
sector to garner the recognition it deserves,” he added.

With 8 million international tourist arrivals in 2010, South Africa is one of the fastest growing tourism
destinations in the world. South African tourism was given an important boost in 2010 while hosting the FIFA
World Cup — international tourist arrivals grew by 15% and tourism revenues by 4% to reach US$ 9 billion.
Tourism’s contribution to the economy of South Africa has increased from 5% in 1994 to 7.7% in 2010.
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Investing in sustainable tourism will stimulate the Green Economy and job creation, says UN report

Increased investment in sustainable tourism can boost the sector’s contribution to economic growth,
development and particularly job creation, while at the same time addressing major environmental challenges,



according to the just released United Nations Green Economy Report.

Produced in partnership with UNWTO, the tourism chapter of the United Nations Environment Programme-led
(UNEP) Green Economy Report demonstrates how investing in environmentally-friendly tourism can drive
economic growth, lead to poverty reduction and job creation, while improving resource efficiency and
minimizing environmental degradation.

Tourism is one of the most promising drivers of growth for the world economy, according to the report, but its
development is accompanied by sustainability-related challenges. An investment of 0.2.% of global GDP (US$
135 billion at current levels of GDP) per year between now and 2050 would allow the tourism sector to continue
to grow steadily over the coming decades, contributing to much-needed economic growth, employment and
development while ensuring significant environmental benefits such as reductions in water consumption (18%),
energy use (44%) and CO2 emissions (52%) compared with a “business-as-usual” scenario, says the report.

“The conclusions of this report corroborate what we at UNWTO have long been advocating for - that the tourism
sector can be a lead change agent in the transformation to the Green Economy,” said UNWTO Secretary-General,
Taleb Rifai. “This is a landmark report. Advancing the sustainable agenda in tourism will allow the sector to
strengthen its capacity to continue generating growth and creating jobs worldwide”.

To mobilize and maximize this tourism investment, the report calls for better access to tools
and financing for small and medium-sized tourism enterprises, in particular from governments and international
organizations through public-private partnerships. Public policies and support such as subsidies to encourage
private investment in green tourism would provide the conditions for the further development of sustainable
tourism. Destination planning and development strategies are considered as the first step towards the greening of
tourism.

This move towards more sustainable tourism would create additional employment and revenue in local
communities; respond to changing consumer demands for a more sustainable travel experience; increase
competitiveness and significantly reduce operating costs for tourism businesses.

The Green Economy is defined in the report as “an economy that results in improved human well being and
reduced inequalities over the long term, while not exposing future generations to significant environmental risks
and ecological scarcities”.

The UNEP-led Green Economy Initiative (GEI), launched in late 2008, aims to put forward strong and
convincing evidence in support of the transition to a Green Economy — one that is dominated by investment in and
consumption of environmentally enhancing goods and services. Among the main GEI activities, the Green
Economy Report uses macroeconomic analysis to demonstrate that greening the economy across a range of
sectors, such as tourism, can drive economic growth and job creation, while tackling social inequalities and
environmental challenges
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UNWTO and Croatia have agreed to further advance sustainable tourism and maximize its contribution to
economic growth, job creation and development in the country. Planned joint activities include the holding of the
‘First International Conference on Tourism and the Media’ in Zagreb next September.

Visiting UNWTO Headquarters on 15 February, the Croatian Minister of Tourism, Damir Bajs, signed a
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with UNWTO Secretary-General, Taleb Rifai, in which both parties
commit to deepen their existing collaboration. The MoU will translate into further cooperation on key issues such
as governance, sustainability, competitiveness, innovation and promotion.

One of the first outcomes of this new cooperation framework will be the holding of the ‘First International
Conference on Tourism and the Media’ to take place in Zagreb, Croatia. The Conference, jointly organized by
UNWTO and Croatia, will focus on how to improve the editorial positioning of tourism in the media, stressing the
sector’s relation with economic growth, country image and international positioning.

“This is a new quality in the already existing partnership relation between Croatia and UNWTO,” said Mr .Bajs.
“I am especially glad that Croatia will be hosting the first ever international conference on tourism and the media.
This conference will deal with the influence of the media and tourism on various segments of the economy and
the overall image of a tourism oriented country”.

“This meeting has been extremely constructive and we very happy that as a result, Croatia will be holding this
important conference,” said Mr. Rifai.

In the last decade Croatia has consolidated its position as a principal tourism destination in South-Eastern
Europe. In 2009, thanks to a strong tourism strategy which included the enhancement of visa facilitation, support
to the increase of airlift capacity and several agreements with tour operators, Croatia received over 9 million
international tourist arrivals and US$ 9 billion in tourism receipts. Results for 2010 show continued growth with
an impressive rate of 5% in international arrivals.

“Croatia is a true tourism success story and we look forward to continuing in this spirit of collaboration,” added



Mr. Rifal.

Improving energy efficiency in the hotel industry

MADRID, SPAIN 22 DECEMBER 2010

Measuring energy consumption, the carbon footprint and providing sustainable investment possibilities are the
key components of an E-toolkit which could have a path-breaking impact on the tourism sector, helping hotels
reduce their carbon footprint while increasing business profits. The Hotel Energy Solutions (HES) E-toolkit will
be presented at the second annual HES Conference, ‘An Innovative Energy Toolkit for Hotels’ during the
International Tourism trade fair FITUR 2011 (Madrid, Spain, 20 January 2011).

The HES E-toolkit, an easy to use software application, has been designed to reduce the impact of the
accommodation sector on the environment and fight climate change. The E-toolkit provides a practical means for
hoteliers to asses their current energy consumption and presents the most profitable investment alternatives in
terms of energy efficiency and renewable energies.

Following two years of research by leading energy experts and on the ground testing, this innovative tool will be
presented for the first time at the second annual HES Conference; at which representatives from pilot destinations
who have been testing a beta version of the E-toolkit will share their experiences. In addition, major technology
providers and Europe’s leading energy management agencies will showcase the latest innovations in energy
technologies for the accommodation sector.

Accommodation units registered with the UNWTO-initiated Hotel Energy Solutions project will have access to
the E-toolkit, free of charge. The E-toolkit generates user-friendly reports showing how much energy is being
used by each hotel and how this compares to other establishments; presenting the overall carbon footprint of the
hotel; and offering suggestions on the latest energy technologies.

Running parallel to the conference and following the success of the first edition in January 2010, FITUR and
UNWTO will for the second time organize a special exhibition area dedicated to energy and tourism; FITUR
GREEN (19-23 January). Hoteliers will have the opportunity to meet directly with energy experts to discover
how a better energy management can reduce operational costs, while making a decisive contribution to diminish
the sector’s environmental impact.

The UNWTO-initiated HES project is the industry response to the challenge of climate change. The project -
co-funded by the European Agency for Competitiveness and Innovation and implemented in partnership with the
United Nations Environment Program (UNEP), the International Hotel & Restaurant Association (IH&RA), the
European Renewable Energy Council (EREC) and the French Environment and Energy Management Agency
(ADEME) - aims at increasing energy efficiency in European small and medium hotels by 20% and the use of
renewable energy by 10%.

As Europe’s largest hotel energy initiative, the project has been selected as an official partner of the European
Sustainable Energy Campaign.
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Platma — innovation at the service of tourism

The new digital platform of the UNWTO Affiliate Members will arrive, with the official presentation of
‘platma’ to take place during the seminar “Innovative solutions applied to the development of the tourism sector”
on 20 January 2011 in the context of the Madrid International Tourism Fair (FITUR). Platma is the concrete result
of UNWTO's efforts to utilize advanced technologies that facilitate and foster the exchange of information
between the public and private sectors of world tourism.

Created with the support of Spain's State Company for Tourism Technology and Innovation Management
(Segittur), platma is a technological platform that will foster open dialogue and stimulate collaboration as well as
the exchange of experiences, opinions and knowledge among UNWTO Affiliate Members. Serving as an
invaluable meeting point, it will enhance the quality of dialogue with the objective of putting forward debates and
solutions for the tourism of tomorrow.

In addition, the forthcoming seminar, held annually by the UNWTO Affiliate Members in the context of FITUR,
will present innovative projects and experiences that have resulted from the effective use of technology applied to
the development of tourism products and services, charting the best course for the tourism sector as a whole.
“Innovative solutions applied to the development of the tourism sector” will provide an opportunity for
productive discussions on technology, innovation and participation in the world of tourism through platforms,
products and practical initiatives that prove effective in improving the tourism experience and the



competitiveness of organizations.

UNWTO is unique within the United Nations system, in that its membership embraces not only governments,
but also non-governmental stakeholders, with over 400 Affiliate Members from 80 countries significantly
enriching the work of the Organization through their invaluable knowledge, experience and innovation.

In keeping with platma's objective of sharing information and knowledge, the seminar will be broadcast via
Internet streaming through the website www.platma.org. Platma’s hallmark is added value, which it will provide
on a permanent basis following its official launch through forums, videoconferences and other multimedia tools
offered by this platform of the UNWTO.
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Positioning tourism on the climate change agenda

Madrid, Spain 07 December 2010

As negotiations at the United Nations Climate Change Conference (COP16) are held in Mexico, the role of
tourism in combating global warming should once again be highlighted. A COP16 side-event, organized jointly
by the Ministry of Tourism of Mexico and UNWTO, ‘Tourism’s response to climate change: What’s next? has
outlined the progress made by the sector to mitigate its impact and adapt to one of today’s biggest challenges
(Cancun, Mexico, 6 December). Opening the event, Mexico’s President, Felipe Calderon, stated that, “tourism is
perfectly compatible with the environment,” and that focus must be placed on tourism’s ‘environmental calling’”.

President Felipe Calderon, stressed that economic growth need not come at the expense of environmental
decline, highlighting tourism as a sector able to provide growth and jobs while mitigating and adapting to climate
change. “Our natural resources can and should coexist with tourism,” said Mexico’s Minsiter of Tourism, Gloria
Guevara, addressing participants. Ms. Guevara pointed to Mexico as a country whose rich natural resources
sustain a large part of its tourism activity, in turn representing “9% of Mexico’s GDP and over seven million
direct and indirect jobs”. There must be no delay in protecting this biological diversity, for its own sake, but also
to maintain tourism’s socio-economic contribution, she said.

The side-event, organized by the Ministry of Tourism of Mexico and UNWTO, presented the work undertaken
so far by the tourism public and private sectors to mitigate greenhouse gas emissions, promote adaption in
tourism businesses and destinations, invest in new technologies and support developing countries through
financing. In particular, participants underlined the vulnerability of certain tourism destinations in developing
countries to the devastating impacts of climate change, ranging from rising sea levels and the destruction of coral
reefs, to the loss of basic tourism services such as water supply and food security.

Recalling the importance of taking a global approach towards tourism, aviation and climate change, UNWTO
Secretary-General, Taleb Rifai said “developing destinations, highly dependent on international tourism for
income and jobs, would be doubly affected, given their distance to major markets and limited domestic markets,
if exposed to increasingly stringent emissions policy on aviation. We are particularly concerned about the
potential duplication of taxation on emissions on travel, namely on air transport”.

International air transport has been singled out for separate mitigation treatment under the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC). It is crucial to consider that any mitigation measures
adopted in this respect will significantly impact the tourism sector as a whole, particularly developing countries.

Against this background, UNWTO highlighted its work with the International Civil Aviation Organization
(ICAO) and the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), to address aviation emissions at the global
level and Hotel Energy Solutions, a project aimed at increasing energy efficiency and renewable energy use in
small and medium hotels.
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Tourism is top priority for Morocco says King Mohammed VI

Madrid, Spain 02 December 2010

Morocco’s King Mohammed VI has reaffirmed his strong commitment to tourism as one of Morocco’s top
national priorities. In a meeting attended by UNWTO Secretary-General, Mr. Taleb Rifai, on the occasion of the
10th Tourism Convention Day, the Moroccan Ministry of Tourism set the stage for the official launch of
Morocco’s ‘Tourism Development Strategy Vision 2020’ (Marrakesh, Morocco, 30 November).

In 2001, King Mohammed VI announced a new national tourism strategy for Morocco, ‘Vision 2010°, a
long-term program to trigger the sustainable and accelerated development of tourism. Since then, thanks to a
range of strong tourism policies and actions including a well-structured product development strategy, the
liberalization of air transport and increased promotional efforts, international tourism to Morocco has increased
significantly.

International tourist arrivals grew almost two-fold in less than a decade and are expected to reach 9.3 million in
2010, while earnings from international tourism, a key export in the country, tripled in the same period.
Moreover, in 2009, a challenging year for the tourism sector worldwide given the adverse global economic

conditions, Morocco, as one of North Africa’s leading tourism destinations, was among the world’s top
performers with arrivals up by 6%.

“Behind these figures, which clearly demonstrate the striking success of your political vision, lies an even more
important reality: the creation of economic wealth and employment for the people of Morocco,” said Mr. Rifai in
his address to King Mohammed V1. “The continuation of this policy with the ‘Vision 2020’ is an opportunity to
consolidate the achievements of the last decade, consider the lessons learned, and continue maximizing tourism’s
contribution to the prosperity of Morocco and its people”.

On the occasion, UNWTO, Morocco’s Ministry of Tourism and the National Hotel Industry Federation signed
an agreement, outlining support for the entry into force of a new hotel classification system in Morocco.

The 10th edition of the Tourism Convention Day brought together some 1,000 national and international
participants from the tourism sector to take stock of progress made so far and officially launch “Vision 2020°.
This ambitious development strategy, designed to position tourism as a pillar of the national economy, has the full
support of UNWTO and represents a new step in its long-standing relationship with Morocco, a UNWTO
member since 1975.
