TekcT 1.

For Scots of my generation - millennial and younger - the belief that Scotland would be better
off running its own affairs, free from the strictures of Westminster, is almost axiomatic. From the Iraq
war to Brexit, the financial crash to austerity, Britain feels trapped in a spiral of crisis and decline.
According to a September analysis of recent polls, more than 70 percent of Scots under the age of
35 think Scotland should abandon the United Kingdom. And the abrasive right-wing premiership of
Boris Johnson, increasingly mired in accusations of cronyism and sleaze, has only strengthened that
view.

At the other end of the spectrum, Scotland’s older, asset-owning classes remain staunchly
opposed to a political breakup and the economic instability it might entail. An election this week
should show which side has the wind at its back.

On Thursday, Scots voted to elect members of the Scottish Parliament. The ballots are still
being counted and the final result won’t be confirmed until this weekend. Throughout the campaign,
however, the polls were strikingly consistent: All signs point to a pro-independence majority held
either exclusively by First Minister Nicola Sturgeon’s separatist Scottish National Party or with its ally,
the left-leaning Scottish Greens.

The S.N.P. manifesto is clear on holding another referendum on Scottish independence as
soon as the “Covid crisis is over” - late 2023 has been suggested. And if Scots have voted for a pro-
independence majority, that might seem like an endorsement of that plan. The reality is more
complicated.

The S.N.P. has been the largest party in the Scottish Parliament since 2007, and for at least
15 years, independence has been a central obsession of Scottish national life. In 2014, the first
independence referendum was held, and Scots chose by a narrow margin to remain part of Britain.
But in 2016, they voted in huge numbers against Britain’s departure from the European Union. Post-
Brexit, the chaos caused to small exporting businesses and the scenes of food rotting in key
European trading ports have further roiled Scotland’s relationship with the rest of Britain.

So what now? The S.N.P., perhaps with the Greens, would hope to secure an agreement from
the British government on another referendum, but Mr. Johnson’'s Conservative government in
London has indicated that the answer to any request will be no.

TekcT 2.

The US faces an uphill task presenting itself as the chief guardian of global democracy, according to a new poll that
shows the US is seen around the world as more of a threat to democracy than even Russia and China.

The poll finds support for democracy remains high even though citizens in democratic countries rate their
governments’ handling of the Covid crisis less well than people in less democratic countries.

Inequality is seen as the biggest threat to global democracy, but in the US the power of big tech companies is also
seen as a challenge.

The findings come in a poll commissioned by the Alliance of Democracies Foundation among 50,000 respondents in
53 countries.

The results will make stark reading for the G7 foreign ministers as they hold a final day of talks in London in which
they have collectively assumed the role as bulwarks of democratic values determined to confront autocracy.



The survey was carried out by the Latana polling company between February and April, so a hangover effect of
Donald Trump’s “America first” foreign policy may linger in the findings. Overall the results show perceptions of the US
starting to improve from last year.

Whereas in the spring of 2020 people in both more democratic and less democratic countries were equally satisfied
with their government’s pandemic response (70%), a year later the approval ratings have dropped down to 65% in less
democratic countries, but in more democratic countries the rating has fallen to 51%. In Europe the figure is 45%. Positive
ratings reach 76% in Asia.

In perhaps the most startling finding, nearly half (44%) of respondents in the 53 countries surveyed are concerned that
the US threatens democracy in their country; fear of Chinese influence is by contrast 38%, and fear of Russian influence is
lowest at 28%. The findings may in part reflect views on US comparative power, but they show neither the US, nor the G7, can
simply assume the mantle of defenders of democracy.

Since last year, the perception of US influence as a threat to democracy around the world has increased significantly,
from a net opinion of +6 to a net opinion of +14. This increase is particularly high in Germany (+20) and China (+16).

The countries still overwhelmingly negative about US influence are Russia and China, followed by European
democracies.

The study shows an attachment to democracy globally, with 81% of people around the world saying that it is
important to have democracy in their country. Only a little more than half (53%) say their country is actually democratic today
— even in democracies. The single biggest cited threat to democracy is economic inequality (64%).

TekcT 3.

The U.S. sanctions imposed in April against several Russian banks, technology companies, individuals, and part of its
sovereign debt were another step in the ongoing effort by Washington and its European allies to punish the Kremlin for
reckless and aggressive acts against Russia’s neighbors and the West. Similar stringent measures are gaining traction in
Europe. Last week, by an overwhelming vote of 569 to 67, the European Parliament resolved that in the event of renewed
Russian aggression against Ukraine, “Russia should be excluded from the SWIFT payment system, and all assets in the EU of
oligarchs close to the Russian authorities and their families in the EU need to be frozen and their visas cancelled.”

The latest round of sanctions has revived a debate about whether the measures are painful enough, target the right
people, or are effective at all. After all, the sanctions have not resulted in Russian President Vladimir Putin reversing course.
But the critique of sanctions falls short: The sanctions have already weakened Russia, constrained its resources, and restricted
Putin’s room to maneuver. Given time, and enhanced by additional measures, they could deny Putin the resources to do future
harm.

As we know, the United States and its allies have applied a wide array of sanctions in response to specific Kremlin
misdeeds—including political assassinations on European soil, human right abuses, cyberattacks on Western governments,
companies, and institutions, the illegal annexation of Crimea, and the prosecution of a war of territorial conquest in Eastern
Ukraine that has claimed more than 13,000 lives. The West has expelled Russian diplomats, sanctioned individuals and
companies, and cut off Russian access to a range of economic and financial transactions.

Yet critics have long asserted that such limited sanctions don’t deter Putin: that they hurt only ordinary Russians and
punish the economies of the Western countries implementing sanctions. And indeed, sanctions are a limited tool, especially in
the short run. While sanctions imposed after Putin’s invasion of Ukraine probably helped deter Russia from deeper aggression,
neither diplomacy nor the current level of sanctions has convinced Putin to pull out of Ukraine, nor has it prevented Russia’s
continued interference in U.S. and European elections.

Since 2014, sanctions may have reduced average Russian GDP growth by more than 2.5 percentage points each year.

TekcT 4.

Biden went to a joint session of Congress to deliver a speech marking the first 100 days of his administration. In the
speech, Biden proclaimed to the nation, “Tonight, I come to talk about crisis and opportunity. About rebuilding a nation,
revitalizing our democracy and winning the future for America.” With these opening words, Biden began an encomium of the
achievements of his administration in the past 100 days and his legislative agenda.

Biden pointed to the success of the policies adopted by his administration in response to the COVID pandemic.
Policies which, he claims, have led to high numbers of vaccinations, the $1,400 checks to households, lower levels of COVID
infections across the states, and the rebounding economy. Biden trumpeted these successes, despite most of them, in particular
the vaccination levels, being achieved by the actions of the Trump administration.

The domestic legislative agenda for his administration also featured heavily in Biden’s speech. The agenda amounted
to announcements of a large spending spree on progressive priorities and announcements for immigration “reform.”
Highlighting policies such as his $2 trillion infrastructure plan, while also announcing a $1.8 trillion spending plan. The latter
plan dubbed the “America’s Family plan” seeks to spend money for child-care, paid family and medical leave, free universal
pre-school, free community college etc., while also calling for Congress to pass immigration reform.

In the process of ending his speech, Biden said, “With light and hope, we summoned a new strength, new resolve to
position us to win the competition of the 21st century.” Words that show that Biden is a politician dominated by liberal
salvationism, thus becoming a progressive messianic figure.



TekcT 5.

Universities are presently rolling out sweeping reforms ostensibly designed to promote ‘diversity & inclusion’, and
recurringly present these initiatives as acts of ‘decolonisation’. As a finishing philosophy PhD student and teacher at a large
UK university, I regularly receive emails announcing conferences, workshops and Zoom meetings about how to go about
decolonising academia, the humanities, research, and yes, the curriculum.

The frustratingly vague and verbose explanations often given for these projects by their advocates can make it tricky
to pin down what these slogans mean, exactly. However, the following resource — a Decolonisation ‘Learning and Teaching
Toolkit’ provided by SOAS (London) — is widely shared and relatively concise. You may recall that SOAS made the headlines
a few years ago, when its student union called for Plato and Kant to be removed from the philosophy curriculum. Let us
therefore come to this epicentre of decolonisation, and see what we can learn from it.

According to the Toolkit, the ultimate aims of decolonising the curriculum consist in “transformation through higher
education”. The object of ‘transformation’ is, unsurprisingly, “society”, which is plagued by “structural oppression” and
“racialised disadvantage”. The text raises ethnic differences in attainment and admissions, as well as reported feelings of
“exclusion”, as evidence of the latter. Higher education, we are told, is “necessarily political”, and thus can either be
oppressive or liberatory.

Shell shareholders to vote for new climate change goals

Investors including the Church of England and activists will send signal to Anglo-Dutch company’s
board at AGM this week

Shell shareholders including the Church of England, European pension funds and Dutch activists will
send a signal to the board of the Anglo-Dutch company this week by voting for it to set new climate
change goals.

The challenge comes from a Dutch group of retail investors, who have tabled a resolution for Shell’s
annual general meeting on Tuesday, asking the company to establish carbon emission reduction targets.

“A large group of institutional investors will make their dissatisfaction with the company’s position
evident by voting for this resolution,” said Mark van Baal of Follow this. The Church of England is among
investors supporting the proposal, along with several European pension funds.

“I'm not expecting that it will pass but the resolution is well-worded and we support its intent - it's
something the board should be taking note of,” said Adam Matthews, head of engagement for church
commissioners at the C of E.

Shell’'s board has asked shareholders to vote against the resolution, which to pass would require
75% to vote in favour. Shell argued that unilaterally setting targets would harm the company and that the
emissions from the burning of its oil and gas were largely covered by country’s individual climate plans



under the Paris accord.

Independent European proxy advisory group ECGS recommends investors back the climate
resolution, but major advisers Glass Lewis and ISS oppose it. The Guardian understands no major
institutional investors intend to support it.

A Shell spokesperson said: “We're pleased the key proxy agencies share the view of Shell’s board
of directors that the resolution is not in the best interests of the company, its shareholders or the fight to
tackle climate change.

“The only realistic way that Shell could reduce its customers’ emissions would be by reducing the
volume of products we sell to them. This would simply drive customers to other suppliers, make no real
difference to overall emissions, damage our business and undermine our efforts to play an active role in
the energy transition.”

Separately, the UK-based investment group Pensions & Investment Research Consultants (Pirc),
which represents around 1% of shareholders, has urged investors to reject both the directors’ pay last
year and Shell’s future remuneration policy.

Why a rocky archipelago south of Newfoundland is officially part of France

It started with Catholicism and cod

THE first voters in France to cast their ballots in the May 7th presidential elections were not in
Europe but on a rocky archipelago in the Atlantic ocean off Canada’s east coast. St Pierre and Miquelon is
what the French call a collectivity. Its 6,000 inhabitants are French citizens, use the euro as currency and
by all accounts bake a mean baguette. But their closest connections are with the island of Newfoundland,
25km (15.8m) to the north. To fly from St Pierre, the largest community, to Paris, you must go through
Canada. Why are these islands part of France?

It started with Catholicism and cod. France was a Catholic nation when European explorers first
learned of the rich cod stocks around Newfoundland at the end of the 15th century. With meat-eating on
certain dates limited for religious reasons, they eagerly seized on a new source of fish. By the 1520s about
90 French fishing boats a year visited the area. Other European nations joined them. Access to the fishing
grounds, and to nearby land where cod could be dried and salted before being shipped to Europe, became
a valuable asset.

At its peak the French empire in North America stretched well into the interior of the continent. But
when Britain defeated France in the Seven Years’ War (1756-1763) and began negotiations on new
imperial boundaries, France fought harder to retain its fishing access than to keep the vast territory now
called Canada. The Count de Bussy’s opening gambit was that France should have Cape Breton, now part
of Nova Scotia and almost 43 times the size of St Pierre and Miquelon. Many voices in Britain warned that
France would attack the Thirteen Colonies to the south if it were allowed to keep any land in North
America. These included a visiting Benjamin Franklin, who argued in his Canada Pamphlet of 1761 that
keeping Canada would lower Britain’s cost of defending its American colonies. When the Treaty of Paris
was signed in 1763, France was given only St Pierre and Miquelon.

The British seized and then restored the islands to France several more times before handing them
back at the end of the Napoleonic Wars, in 1815. The idea of total war between the Great Powers, whereby
the victor would leave the vanquished penniless, had yet to take hold. The cod stocks were considered
ample enough for everyone to share. St Pierre and Miquelon was quite dependent on French subsidies by
the time the cod stocks collapsed in the 1990s. Yet there is no serious talk of France relinquishing the last
remnant of its North American empire. The inhabitants were offered independence in the 1950s and chose
to remain part of France. And their frequent claim that the islands are French soil is literally true. Some of
the earth came over as ballast in the belly of French ships.

UK budget deficit grows to more than £10bn as people spend less

Slower consumer spending had a negative impact on the public finances, the latest ONS data
shows

Britain’'s budget deficit rose to more than £10bn last month as weak VAT receipts caused by slower
consumer spending took their toll on the public finances.

Data from the Office for National Statistics illustrated that the government continues to spend more
than it receives in tax receipts eight years after the end of the deep recession triggered by the financial
crisis.

The ONS said the £10.4bn deficit in April was £1.2bn higher than in the same month a year earlier.
City analysts had been expecting the deficit to fall to £8.9bn.

Annual spending growth of almost 6% exceeded a rise of almost 4% in tax receipts, reflecting the
slowdown in the economy’s growth rate from 0.7% in the final three months of 2016 to 0.3% in the first
quarter of 2017.

Borrowing in 2016-17 was lowered by a number of one-off factors that will not be repeated this
year. As a result, the Office for Budget Responsibility has forecast that the deficit will rise to £58bn in
2017-18. Scott Bowman, an analyst at Capital Economics, said that since April was the first month of the
financial year it was too early to say whether the forecast would be met.

There was better news for the chancellor, Philip Hammond, from the ONS’s revisions to the deficit
in 2016-17, which was cut by £3bn to £49bn - the lowest since the economy was close to recession in
2007-08.

The ONS also published experimental figures breaking down the overall UK deficit into its regional
components. These showed that three regions - London, the south-east and the east of England - ran
surpluses while all the others were in the red.

In 2015-16, London had a fiscal surplus of £3,070 per head - the biggest of any part of the UK.
Northern Ireland recorded the biggest deficit at £5,440 per head. Scotland’s deficit per head of population,
at £2,824, was adversely affected by the plunging oil price.

Tax receipts per head in London of £15,750 were almost double those in the two regions raising the
least revenue - Wales at £7,980 and the North East at £8,200 respectively.

Northern Ireland and Scotland saw the highest expenditure per head, at £14,020 and £13,050
respectively, with the lowest expenditure per person in the south-east and east of England at £10,580 and
£10,590 per head.
