Voluntary Service Overseas
VSO
VSO is a registered charity dedicated to assisting in developing countries. More specifically, it is a recruitment
agency which finds, selects and places volunteers in response to overseas requests.
This work makes it distinctive among other charities and organizations in the UK. It sends people, not money, so
that its services are, in effect, entirely complementary to the efforts being made by agencies like Oxfam, Christian
Aid and Save the Children Fund with whom it often works directly.
VSO tries to respond to requests from overseas which ask for volunteers. Its bias is firmly towards the poorest
members of the community and it takes great care to avoid undermining job opportunities for local people.
Both staff and volunteers also pay special attention to women's roles in development projects. This is because
women's roles in child-rearing, in education and community cohesion are essential in any healthy process of change.
Over the past 38 years, more than 21,000 volunteers have worked abroad with VSO. There are now over 1,900
volunteers working in 59 of the less developed countries in Africa, Asia, the Pacific and the Caribbean.
The application of each volunteer is carefully considered in order to select and interview candidates against each job
request from the field, to seek the person with the right blend of skills and personality.
VSO, the work
VSO volunteers do not go to developing countries as visiting experts with all the answers. It is always a process of
sharing and learning. The aim is that when the volunteer returns home, there exists a community with a stronger
sense of independence and self-reliance...and a volunteer with a new understanding and appreciation of life and
people everywhere. The range of jobs required of VSO is wide - reflecting the needs of any society in the modern
world.

Get a Grip on Yourself
How many times have you heard those words?
You've got a problem, right? So you carry it around with you for a while until it gets too bad to keep to yourself. So
you screw up your courage and find someone to talk to about it. And every time, the conversation finishes
something like this, "You've just got to get a grip on yourself, Paula.’
Ask me, how do I feel after that? I'll tell you. I feel stupid, inadequate and actually very angry. You see, what I
really wanted was some advice ...



Let me tell you something about the sort of people who tell you to get a grip on yourself. There are two types,
basically. Firstly, there are the busy-bees. You know that they don't want to listen to your problems and that they
find it very embarrassing anyway.
Worse, though, are the people who seem to be only too willing to listen. You pour out your heart and are about to
cry on their shoulder when they put on that special voice and suddenly say, 'Get a grip on yourself.'
Telling yourself to get a grip simply doesn't work. You've tried to think things through, but it's so difficult and you
get stuck somewhere in the middle, unable to go on. So you try to behave as if nothing has happened, and you end
up in an even bigger mess.
The trouble is that the Get-a-grip types really believe that they've given you the best advice possible. In fact, it's only
a thinly-disguised criticism, telling you to stop wasting their time and accept the blame for whatever's gone wrong.
They think they're being helpful but, the truth is, they just don't want to know.
If you want my advice, when you hear those words, stop right there and say, 'Thank you, but no thank you.'
3
How I got my first-class degree?

What does it take to graduate from university with a First? Mark McArdle, first-class degree holder from the
University of Lancaster, tells how he did it.

“Don’t spend too much time at the student lounge, do turn up for most lectures and tutorials and do
submit all coursework — eventually.” That, I was told by a PhD student during freshers’ week, was all I needed to do
to get a 2:2. For a 2:1 I’d require a better attendance record and have to work harder, but not at the expense of being
cut off from civilization. And for a First [ would have to become some sort of social outcast, go to every lecture and
tutorial (scribbling notes madly), spend every waking moment immersed in academic books, and be among the last
to be thrown out of the university library at 10pm closing time.

Well, I did not give up my life for study. I didn’t attend every lecture and tutorial. I didn’t write down
every word spoken in lectures. I didn’t get 80% or more in every essay, project, test or exam. I was usually behind
with my reading and occasionally mystified by the syllabus. Sometimes I couldn’t be bothered to go to university
and stayed at home instead. But I always knew where I was, what I had to do, and what not to bother with. And I
always worked hard on the things that counted: assignments and exams.

Getting a degree is about learning, but it isn’t just about learning biology, history, English or whatever.
It’s about understanding what you need to succeed — what, in fact, the university wants from you and what you will
get in return. You have to have a feel for the education market and really sell your inspirations. What does the
lecturer want? What is the essay marker searching for? Some students try to offer something not wanted. Others
want to give very little — they steal the thoughts of others and submit them as their own. But they all want to be
rewarded. Exchange, but don’t steal, and you’ll get a degree.

I saw lecturers as customers who fell into two broad categories. There were those for whom lecturing was
an unwelcome interruption to their research work. After all, we were students and what did we know? I would
deliberately pitch my essays to this kind of academic so that my opinions appeared more as evidence that I had read
and understood the key contributions to the debate, rather than as an attempt to pull down monuments. The other
types of academic were those who enjoyed teaching and discussing new ideas. They wanted more. They wanted
something different, inspirational, iconoclastic. I would present my arguments to show that I had done my reading
and understood the key concepts, but I would also try to add something more to the issue rather than rake over
familiar ground. Essentially, it was a case of working out what was wanted and then delivering it. I can’t state
exactly how successful this tactic was.

Consumerism

Consumerism is one of the biggest challenges the world faces today. It may seem like a way of life to many
but the consequences of this culture are innumerable. Social customs put pressure on people to keep up with the
latest trends. Do what your neighbours do, buy cars, have babies, dump your garbage somewhere no one’s looking,
then go to church and pray for your sins. It is ingrained in our minds that what everyone thinks is right must be right,
but an entire society may actually be unethical, like Nazi Germany. Consumerist societies are unethical. Fuel hikes,
pollution, food shortages are all consequences of consumerist mentalities. Americans throw away around 2.5 million
plastic bottles every hour and people in developing countries like mine are aping that culture without thinking about
the consequences. No one cares. "Our waste is the government's problem," is the popular thinking.

I live in a small town in India. People have a notion that consumerism is a "first-world" problem but it is
not. Wherever you come from, people measure wealth by how big your cars are and how many things you own. The
richer you are, the more waste you generate. But in countries like mine, recycling is a term that is rarely used
because there is no infrastructure for that. Environmental concerns come secondary to economic development but
the means to achieve economic development require destruction of forests, crops, rivers and other assets we take for
granted. The River Ganga, once famous for its purity, is now one of the most polluted rivers in the world. Around 2
billion liters of human and industrial wastes are dumped into it each day. That is the custom and it is not going to



change even if the people know it is unethical behaviour because that is what their society prompts them to do. The
lingering question of ethics continues.

Nobody worries about the consequences of their actions but just about the momentary satisfaction they get.
Multinational corporations upgrade their products, wrap them up in more plastic and create advertisements to make
the people think that they couldn't live without them. When it comes to unnecessary products, the supply-demand
cycle is like riding the tiger. The average educated person could come up with several reasons how the 'use and
throw' system is destroying the earth but they themselves are prey to this culture. It is not because people are
unaware but because their definition of what is ethical has changed. Take my society for example—people here
think it is immoral for women to wear western clothes but flaunt their wealth and status by buying all the western
products they can lay their hands on and burning as much petrol as their gas guzzlers can handle. There are garbage
dumps in the middle of housing colonies. Cars in all sizes stop in front of them and people haul bags full of waste
into the stinking open pile. Is it ethical to dictate the right to someone else’s freedom but consciously damage the
environment for one’s own pleasures? I think not. It is undermining our very existence.
