WE ARE ALL GLOBAL WORKERS NOW

Thanks to the increasing speed of communications such as phone, fax, e-mail, you can be
an international worker and barely leave your desk. All this international work requires different
skills. “You need to adapt your communication skills to meet the global challenge”, says Alison
Birkett, a director of relocation firm Expat Essentials “A lot of misunderstandings come about
from people using email badly”, she says. “People tend to send emails without writing “Dear so
and so” at the beginning, or personalizing them. This can seem rude to the recipient if English
isn’t his or her first language. We need to adopt a softer style”. Ms Birkett also recommends that
people use their email less and the phone more. “Speaking to people can be a far more effective
way of building a relationship”.

Robert Day, of Farnham Castle International Conference Centre, agrees. “Email and
video conferencing are theoretically so easy that people forget the importance of forging a direct



relationship”, he says. “If you can’t visit your overseas colleagues, talk to them on the phone and
get to know them. You’ll increase your chances of getting replies to your emails”. Learning a
foreign language is no longer a priority since English ‘really is the international business
language’. It’s far less important to learn a foreign language than to use your own language well,
so that people who are not native speakers can understand you. This means avoiding slang,
speaking slowly, and having the patience to listen to foreign colleagues.

“Rather than language classes what we all need is cultural awareness training to help us
to understand business habits of other nationalities”, says Sue Hyde, the business development
manager for Babel language and cultural consultants. A lot of Babel’s business comes from firms
that have merged with or acquired a foreign business. “One firm called us in because things have
become so bad that their Italian business partners had stopped speaking to them. It was all to do
with the way the two nationalities communicated with each other. The British approach is to
stick to a written agreement without a lot of talking. Southern Europeans take the view that if
things move on, there is no point in sticking to a contract”.

HOW TO SELECT THE BEST CANDIDATES —
AND AVOID THE WORST
by Adrian Furnham

Investing thousands of pounds in the recruitment and training of each new graduate
recruit may be just the beginning. Choosing the wrong candi'®date may leave an organization
paying for years to come.

Few companies will have escaped all of the following failures: people who panic at the
first sign of stress; those with long, impressive qualifications who seem incapable of learning; a
hypochondriacs whose absentee record becomes astonishing; and the unstable person later
discovered to be a thief or worse.

Less dramatic, but just as much a problem, is the is person who simply does not come up
to expectations, who does not quite deliver; who never becomes a high-flyer or even a steady
performer; the employee with a fine future behind them.

The first point to bear in mind at the recruitment stage is that people don't change.
Intelligence levels decline modestly, but change little over their working life. The same is true of
abilities, such as learning languages and handling numbers.

Most people like to think that personality can change, particularly the more negative
features such as anxiety, low esteem, .impulsiveness or a lack of emotional warmth. But data
collected over 50 years gives a clear message: still stable after all these years. Extroverts become
slightly less extroverted: the acutely shy appear a little less so, but the fundamentals remain
much the same. Personal crises can affect the way we cope with things: we might take up or drop
drink, drugs, religion or relaxation techniques, which can have pretty dramatic effects. Skills can
be improved, and new ones introduced, but at rather different rates. People can be groomed for a
job. Just as politicians are carefully repackaged through dress, hairstyle and speech specialists, so
people can be sent on training courses, diplomas or experimental weekends. But there is a cost to
all this which may be more than the price of the course. Better to select for what you actually see
rather than attempt to change it.

MOTIVATING HIGH-CALIBRE STAFF

An organisation's capacity to identify, attract and retain high-quality, high-performing
people who can develop winning strategies has become decisive in ensuring competitive
advantage.



High performers are easier to define than to find. They are people with apparently
limitless energy and enthusiasm, qualities that shine through even on their bad days. They are
full of ideas and get things done quickly and effectively. They inspire others not just by pep talks
but also through the sheer force of their example. Such people can push their organisations to
greater and greater heights.

The problem is that people of this quality are very attractive to rival companies and are
likely to be headhunted. The financial impact of such people leaving is great and includes the
costs of expensive training and lost productivity and inspiration.

However, not all high performers are stolen, some are lost. High performers generally
leave because organisations do not know how to keep them. Too many employers are blind or
indifferent to the agenda of would be high performers, especially those who are young.

Organisations should consider how such people are likely to regard important motivating
factors.

Money remains an important motivator but organisations should not imagine that it is the
only one that matters. In practice, high performers tend to take for granted that they will get a
good financial package. They seek motivation from other sources.

Empowerment is a particularly important motivating force for new talent. A high
performer will seek to feel that he or she 'owns' a project in a creative sense. Wise employers
offer this opportunity.

The challenge of the job is another essential motivator for high performers. Such people
easily become demotivated if they sense that their organisation has little or no real sense of
where it is going.

A platform for self-development should be provided. High performers are very keen to
develop their skills and their curriculum vitae. Offering time for regeneration is another crucial
way for organisations to retain high performers. Work needs to be varied and time should be
available for creative thinking and mastering new skills. The provision of a coach or mentor
signals that the organisation has a commitment to fast-tracking an individual's development.

Individuals do well in an environment where they can depend on good administrative
support. They will not want to feel that the success they are winning for the organisation is lost
because of the inefficiency of others or by weaknesses in support areas.

Above all, high performers - especially if they are young - want to feel that the
organisation they work for regards them as special. If they find that it is not interested in them as
people but only as high-performing commodities, it will hardly be surprising if their loyalty is
minimal. On the other hand, if an organisation does invest in its people, it is much more likely to
win loyalty from them and to create a community of talent and high performance that will worry
competitors.

THE IMPORTANCE OF EXPORT

Exporters are not a special breed. They include thousands of companies, large and small,
who sell overseas as well as in the home market. Some enter the export field enthusiastic for
overseas business, others are reluctantly drawn into selling abroad in order to increase turnover.
Some look to export markets for much of their turnover, while others take only the occasional
export order.

Whatever reason first brings companies into exporting, most continue as they become
aware of the additional opportunities for expanding their sales, and consequently the profitability
of their business, by selling to customers overseas.

Companies operating in home markets encounter many common problems in selling their
products or services - minimizing costs, achieving the required quality, meeting delivery dates,
collecting payment, and financing the whole operation. When companies start to export they face
similar problems, but with differences that are peculiar to the task of selling abroad.



The laws, languages and customs of most overseas markets are likely to be unfamiliar, at
the outset, as are particular commercial and technical specifications required by overseas buyers.
The shipment period is often much longer than in domestic contracts and exporters do not have
the same degree of control over the goods they sell, once they are shipped to their overseas
destination. Yet exporters have to ensure prompt and secure payment from overseas buyers who
could be thousands of miles away.

Payments have to be made in a currency foreign either to exporters or to their buyers or
both. Fluctuations in exchange rates are an added hazard, creating uncertainty about the value
exporters finally receive. And overseas governments may apply controls which restrict buyers'
access to any foreign exchange needed to pay exporters.

Special documentation for the movement of goods and the remittance of funds is
necessary in exporting and these documents vary from country to country. Consequently there
are significant differences between selling overseas and selling to the home market. So while
exporters may not be a special breed, they do need to acquire particular skills if they are to
overcome the peculiar problems and greater risks involved.
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Continental eyes savings in pay cuts

WASHINGTON — Continental Airlines Inc. expects to save about $300 million in 2005
from pay and benefit reductions achieved for most work groups, the air carrier said yesterday in
an update for investors.

In the presentation filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission, Continental said
it expects to achieve roughly $418 million of savings on an annualized basis when the cuts are
fully implemented.

The Houston-based carrier also said that despite continued improvement in revenue
trends, it still expects to record a "significant loss" for 2005, due to record high fuel prices.

Continental said Boeing Co. has agreed to provide backstop financing for the purchase of
some airplanes.

Continental, which has a major hub at Newark Liberty International Airport, recently
announced an order for two new Boeing 777-200ER widebody aircraft to support its
international expansion. The aircraft are scheduled for delivery in the first quarter of 2007.

The company also said it expects its debt principal and capital lease payments for the
third quarter to be around $74 million.

It anticipates ending the third quarter with an unrestricted cash and short-term
investments balance between $1.9 billion and $2 billion, and expects to end 2005 with a cash
balance of about $1.5 billion and capital spending of around $236 million for the year.

Continental expects to contribute roughly $63 million to its pension plans in 2005, net of
pension expense. The amount is based on noncash pension expense of around $241 million and
estimated contributions of $304 million.

To date, Continental has contributed $220 million to its pension plans, consisting of 12.1
million shares of ExpressJet stock valued at $130 million during the first half of 2005, $50
million of cash in the second quarter and an additional $40 million of cash in July, the filing said.

The company said domestic advanced bookings through mid-October are slightly ahead
of last year at this time, while international advanced bookings are running slightly behind.

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Remote work could spell doom for your favorite dry cleaner and lunch spot

New York (CNN Business) Many Americans have been working from home since the pandemic
started. But the shift to remote working could cause massive problems for the jobs and economy
that have long relied on bustling offices and crowded business districts.

The office ecosystem -- the dry-cleaners, convenience stores, salad bars and coffee shops -- has
suffered during the spring shutdown just like every other part of the economy. But rebounding
will be harder for them if their regular customers don't return.

While the economy is on its long road to recovery from the pandemic recession, improvements
are uneven.

For example, industries and jobs directly linked to office administration and upkeep, including
janitorial services and office equipment rentals, are still much lower compared to pre-pandemic
times, said Julia Pollak, a labor economist at ZipRecruiter, citing data from the Bureau of Labor
Statistics.

Employment in administrative and support services was 12.7% lower in July compared to
February, and jobs in parking lots and parking garages were nearly 44% lower over the same
period, she said.

This transition away from office culture also has another facet to it, Pollak told CNN Business:
"A lot of these office-related jobs are held by minority workers," she said.

Black workers, for example, account for 12.3% of America's workforce but make up nearly 30%
of security guards, according to 2019 numbers from the BLS. Fewer jobs in these areas could
leave unemployment higher for minority groups.

Even after the pandemic, the formerly office-bound people might continue to work remotely for
at least some days a week as the office as we know it may cease to exist.

"There is plenty of evidence that much of the shift to working from home will be permanent,"
Pollak said.

And as more people stay home, the more the office ecosystem will have to adapt to the loss of
foot traffic. Some businesses may no longer be viable.

"My guess is to say that the job losses that were associated with those businesses have already
been counted," said Simona Mocuta, senior economist at State Street Global Advisors, referring
to people the BLS counts as temporarily laid off, "but the business failures have not."
Economists expect the pandemic will also have a relocation effect, with people leaving inner
cities for the suburbs because they no longer have to live near their offices, or moving from
larger cities to smaller ones. This, too, will affect the timing of any recovery.

Another dark cloud ahead: the possibility of management and white collar layoffs in 2021.
Many companies, including Wall Street banks, said they would refrain from laying staffers off
this year due to the pandemic. But as the year draws to an end, layoffs in may lie ahead, Mocuta
said.
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It's getting bleak for out-of-work hotel workers: "My biggest worry is securing shelter'

Most mornings, Kat Payne calls a family meeting and talks with her children about how -- or if --
they are going to be able to pay their bills each month. It's a routine she began after she was
furloughed from her job as a housekeeper at the Philadelphia Marriott Downtown in March.
Payne, along with her 27-year-old daughter Kipati and 28-year-old son Atrayu, gather in their
North Philadelphia living room, with the household bills in hand. She reviews the mortgage
payments and her retirement and savings accounts with her children.
"We're going into our fourth month of not paying our mortgage," Payne tells them. "I was hoping
to pass on my retirement savings to you, but it looks like we're not going to have that. That's
gone -- because we're using it to get by."
Payne, 51, a single parent, recently received a letter from Marriott, which she reads out loud to
her children: "We're extending your layoff until December 31, 2020."
The US leisure and hospitality industry lost 7.5 million jobs in April, accounting for half of all
jobs in that sector, according to the Bureau of Labor Statistics. Recovery has been slow, with
only about half of those jobs lost early on in the pandemic added back.
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In a new survey by the American Hotel Lodging Association, 74% of US hotels say more layoffs
are coming if the industry doesn't get additional federal assistance.

For months, Congress has been negotiating a new stimulus bill, but Democrats and Republicans
have yet to reach a deal. House Democrats could potentially vote on a pared down version of
their coronavirus stimulus legislation this week, hoping to break the stalemate that has kept relief
from reaching many out-of-work Americans and struggling businesses. The hotel industry is
looking for assistance through a new version of the Paycheck Protection Program, which would
likely be included in the relief bill and would aim to help businesses to pay staff.

"It's scary because I'm waiting, but there's no guarantee I'm going to come back," said Payne.
Payne has lost not one, but two jobs. Her part-time job as a bartender is also on hold, she says.
Before the pandemic, she was working seven days a week to pay for her new home and feed her
children. Her son Atrayu is autistic and her daughter is his home health aide.

Payne, who has arthritis and a heart condition, is also nervous about getting sick from Covid-19
and fears the worst. "I'm trying to prepare my daughter -- how to pay the mortgage, how we pay
the bills -- so that she can be the head of the household because my son cannot. I'm preparing for
a death sentence financially, as well as physically," she said.
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Nearly 4 million US jobs have vanished forever

New York (CNN Business) There's mounting evidence that the pandemic is dealing a lasting
blow to the American economy, with millions of jobs vanishing forever.
The number of unemployed people classified as permanently losing their old jobs climbed by
345,000 in September to a seven-year high of 3.8 million, according to seasonally adjusted
numbers from the Bureau of Labor Statistics.
That means that what many initially hoped were furloughs or temporary job losses are becoming
permanent as businesses shut down and cut costs. This closely watched labor market measure
has nearly tripled since sinking to a 19-year low in February, just before the pandemic erupted in
the United States. The surge of permanently unemployed Americans provides stark evidence of
the scarring effects caused by the health crisis.
"It's an ominous sign," Austan Goolsbee, former economic adviser to President Obama, told
CNN Business in an email.
When Americans are laid off, the Labor Department classifies some as on temporary layoff.
Those layofts classified as permanent are people who have either just completed a temporary job
or have lost their position for good, meaning the job isn't coming back. The percentage of
unemployed Americans classified as permanently unemployed rose to 35.6% in September, up
from just 11.1% in April. "It's very worrisome — not only for these individuals, but for what it
says about the recovery," said Gus Faucher, chief economist at PNC.
Pink slips mount at Disney, Goldman Sachs and airlines
The good news is that the United States has rapidly recovered more than half of the jobs lost
during the pandemic. Another 661,000 jobs were added in September as more businesses
reopened and health measures were lifted, the government reported Friday.
The bad news is that the jobs market recovery is losing momentum, as the low-hanging fruit has
already been picked with the initial reopening of the economy.
"The easy part of the labor market recovery is largely behind us now," Brian Coulton, chief
economist at Fitch Ratings, wrote in a note on Friday.
And just in the past few weeks, major companies including Disney (DIS), insurance giant
AllState (ALL) and Raytheon Technologies (RTN) have each announced thousands of
layoffs. Goldman Sachs (GS) is also cutting hundreds of jobs after previously halting layoffs
during the pandemic.
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Worse, Thursday marked perhaps the worst day in layoffs in the history of aviation. After failing
to secure more federal relief, American Airlines (AAL) and United Airlines (UAL) announced
plans to cut a total of 32,000 jobs.

"Economic scarring is likely to become more apparent in Q4 as more companies finally start to
throw in the towel, reporting closures and job cuts," Seema Shah, chief strategist at Principal
Global Investors, wrote in a note to clients Friday.

Recovery could take years

Goolsbee, now a professor at the University of Chicago's Booth School of Business, said the
rising number of permanently unemployed Americans paints a troubling picture about the
recovery.

"If we are on path to only be two-thirds recovered," Goolsbee wrote, "and then have millions of
businesses go under and the jobs there be lost forever, we will be years trying to get back onto
the path we were on before." And those permanent job losses will ripple through the economy.
People out of work may hunker down and stop spending. They are at risk of falling behind on car
payments, credit card bills and mortgage payments.

Those risks are magnified by the fact that Congress has so far failed to provide additional fiscal
stimulus — even though the US economy is screaming for it.

"Generous unemployment insurance and benefits have helped keep loan delinquencies low but,"
Principal's Shah wrote, "with permanent job losses clearly rising and still no sign of an additional
fiscal stimulus package, the struggles will become more widespread and evident."

The hope is that those now classified as permanently unemployed will eventually get hired
elsewhere. Even though some restaurants, retailers and small businesses have shut down, new
companies are opening each day. But there is a time factor at play because the duration of
unemployment impacts the chances of getting rehired. "The longer you're out of the job market,"
said PNC's Faucher, "the more difficult it becomes to find a new one."

Wall Street is 'doomsday prepping' for the election. It might not be necessary

The first presidential debate of 2020 didn't exactly scream "peaceful transfer of power." If
anything, the debate debacle and President Donald Trump's false claims of a "rigged"
election, underscore why investors have been bracing for election-related market turbulence. The
winner may not be known for days or weeks — and even then, the election could be contested.
That's the nightmare scenario Wall Street wants to avoid.
"It was chaos," Kristina Hooper, chief investment strategist at Invesco, said of the debate. "I
walked away from last night thinking there is an even greater chance of a contested election."”
Many expected a messy debate. It certainly was. "It seems as though a dumpster fire of a year
produced a dumpster fire debate," Ed Mills, Washington policy analyst at Raymond James,
wrote in a note to clients.
Chris Krueger of Cowen Washington Research Group argued that characterization is charitable.
"By definition, dumpster fires are contained," Krueger joked in a client report. But some wonder
if the election pessimism on Wall Street is overdone. The risk of chaos may already be priced in.
Investors hardly panicked even after a debate that was widely slammed as a national
embarrassment. After initially retreating overnight, the Dow opened solidly higher and was
recently up 350 points, or 1.5%, on hopes of fiscal stimulus.
Keep in mind that markets tend to freak out when they're caught off guard by a shock (like a
pandemic or financial crisis). But nothing here should be a surprise at this point. For months,
futures contracts linked to the VIX volatility index have indicated investors are buying insurance
against market turmoil around the election. Goldman Sachs and others flagged this phenomenon
back in early July.
What could 'catapult markets higher'
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If many investors have been bracing for the worst, markets could react quite positively if the
nightmare doesn't arrive. Charlie McElligott, a cross-asset macro strategist at Nomura Securities,
argued in a Tuesday afternoon report that the scenario that is "underpriced" by volatility markets
is "one where this 'extended chaos' scenario does NOT realize." He pointed to the potential for an
earlier-than-expected conclusion to the election or a "large, clear-cut Biden electoral win."

This risks a situation where all the "doomsday prepping" by investors needs to get rapidly
unwound, McElligott wrote, an outcome that could "catapult markets higher."

That's despite the fact that a Biden win, coupled with the Democrats flipping the Senate, would
cause concern about higher taxes and increased regulation. McElligott said that his analysis
shows the risk of a "'crash-UP' as rather surprisingly more pronounced than 'crash-DOWN."
One of the major uncertainties is how long it will take to count the surge of mail-in ballots that is
expected because of the pandemic. Some states don't even begin that process until Election Day.
Others accept mail-in ballots received after Election Day if they are postmarked by a certain
date.

But Mills, the Raymond James analyst, has pointed out that key battlegrounds like Arizona and
North Carolina can count mail-in ballots before Election Day — and those results could
telegraph the winner to markets.

"The outcome may come quicker than the prolonged process that is feared," Mills wrote.

India's richest man has raised $3.4 billion for his retail empire in just a few weeks

Hong Kong (CNN Business) Mukesh Ambani is on another serious fundraising spree.
Asia's top billionaire on Thursday scored a major investment for his retail business, boosting the
total raised for Reliance Retail over the past month to about $3.4 billion.
The latest influx of cash — about 62.5 billion rupees ($855 million) from Abu Dhabi's Mubadala
— will give the state investment fund a 1.4% stake in India's biggest retailer.
Reliance has been on a roll. Earlier this year, Ambani raised more than $20 billion in just four
months for his tech firm, Jio Platforms. Half of that was secured in just one month,
demonstrating the executive's aggressive ambitions to develop his Mumbai-based business into a
global tech giant.
Now, Ambani appears to be turning those efforts to another part of his conglomerate. Over the
last few weeks, Reliance Retail has won funding from a suite of marquee investors, including
Silver Lake, KKR, General Atlantic and Mubadala.
Each of them had already poured money into Reliance's tech arm as well, suggesting there was
continued confidence among the group's existing investors.
"We are pleased to deepen our relationship with Reliance Industries through this investment,”
Khaldoon Al Mubarak, managing director and CEO of Mubadala, said in a statement.
Reliance Retail has about 12,000 stores across India and sells everything from smartphones to
groceries to apparel through various eponymous brands, including Reliance Fresh, Reliance
Digital and Reliance Trends. It also partners with third-party brands, including Burberry, Muji
and Pottery Barn.
The company bills itself as "India's fastest growing and most profitable retail business." Over the
last fiscal year, which ended in March, it brought in about $726 million in profits, according to a
statement from Reliance.
Ambani has been combining his digital and retail clout. Late last year,
Reliance launched JioMart, an e-commerce platform that allows users to buy groceries online.
Reliance has lofty ambitions for JioMart, which has set a goal of convincing 30 million small
shops to do business on the platform. The new investment will likely be used to help build up
that initiative, as well as to improve its supply chain, according to Kiran Pedada, assistant
professor of marketing at the Indian School of Business.
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Under Ambani's leadership, Reliance Industries has grown from an oil and energy company into
a sprawling conglomerate that includes retail shops, a mobile and broadband carrier, digital
platforms and more.

This investment only marks another step in that direction, said Pedada.

"Ten years ago, if you talked about Reliance, people would say, 'oil company," he said. Now, it's
about the tech.

"They are shifting their focus," Pedada added. "They are, in my view, looking at it from a very
long-term perspective. In my view, I think they will be one of the largest omni-channel retailers
... in the world."

Die Wirtschaftszweige Die gesamte Wirtschaft eines Landes wird in Sektoren eingeteilt.
Zum Primirsektor zdhlt man im Allgemeinen die Landwirtschaft und den Bergbau, weil sie
direkt aus den Naturrohstoffen, Energie und natiirlich Lebensmitteln gewinnen. Die Industrie
bildet den Sekundirsektor. Sie 236 produziert aus Rohstoffen und Energie Sachgiiter. Der
Tertidrsektor verteilt diese Sachgiiter und stellt verschiedene andere Dienste zur Verfiigung.
Hierzu gehoren der Handel und alle Dienstleistungen. Die Industrie produziert aus Rohstoffen
und Energie Sachgiiter, das sind Giiter, die man anfassen kann. Man unterscheidet
Produktionsgiiter, die nicht direkt an den Verbraucher verkauft werden (z.B.
Werkzeugmaschinen), und Konsumgiiter (z.B. Schuhe und Kleider). Die Industrieproduktion
verwendet hauptsdchlich Maschinen und wird immer stirker automatisiert (Roboter). Die
Arbeitsvorgédnge finden in kleinen Schritten statt (starke Arbeitsteilung) Ein typisches Beispiel
dafiir ist das FlieBband, an dem jeder Arbeiter oder Roboter nur eine bestimmte Arbeit verrichtet.
All dies ermoglicht 6konomische Massenproduktion. Der Kapital- und Maschineneinsatz ist
hoch, der Personaleinsatz in der Produktion aber gering. Allerdings ist Verwaltung notwendig
(kaufménnische Organisation) und hier wird ein groBer Teil des Personals benétigt. Der
Industrieproduktion steht das Handwerk gegeniiber. Auch hier wird produziert, aber
mehrpersonalintensiv als maschinenintensiv. Handwerkbetriebe sind kleiner und verkaufen
zumeist direkt an den Verbraucher (Beispiele: Tischler, Schlosser, Maurer). Sie arbeiten haufig
auf Bestellung und sind oft hochspezialisiert. Die Produkte sind deshalb individueller und hier
werden Fachkréfte gebraucht.
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Der Handel Der Handel produziert keine Giiter, sondern verteilt sie. Man unterscheidet
grundsitzlich zwischen Groflhandel und Einzelhandel. Der GroBhandel ist ein Vermittler
zwischen Industrie und FEinzelhandel. GroBhindler verkaufen nicht direkt an den
Endverbraucher, sondern an Weiterverbraucher und Grof3verbraucher (z.B. Restaurants) und an
den Einzelhandel. Sie kaufen grofSere Mengen von Waren und verkaufen sie in kleineren
Mengen weiter. GroBhédndler sind oft spezialisiert und erleichtern damit der Industrie den Absatz
(Verkauf) und dem Einzelhandel den Einkauf. Wie der Name sagt, verkauft 237 der
Einzelhidndler an den einzelnen Verbraucher. Zum FEinzelhandel gehoren z.B. der
Gemiisehidndler, der Tante-Emma-Laden, der Supermarkt, das Schuhfachgeschift, das
Warenhaus, aber auch der Versandhandel. Sie bieten der Wirtschaft Dienste an und unterstiitzen
sie z.B. durch Giitertransport, Versicherung oder Finanzierung. Verkehrsbetriebe befordern
Giiter, Nachrichten und Personen (z.B. Speditionen, Post, und Fernmeldebetriebe, die Bahn).
Banken und andere Kreditinstitute sind auf finanzielle Transaktionen spezialisiert. Sie geben
zum Beispiel Kredite, sie sind im Zahlungsverkehr notwendig und sie handeln mit Wertpapieren.
Versicherungen helfen der Wirtschaft und Privatpersonen sich gegen Risiken abzusichern. Man
kann Sachen und Personen versichern. Natiirlich darf man auch das so genannte
Dienstleistungshandwerk nicht vergessen: Friseure, Kfz-Mechaniker, Hoteliers etc.
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Der Maschinenbau In Deutschland Fiir die deutsche Industrie spielt der Maschinenbau
eine wichtige Rolle. Er hat einen Produktionswert von ca. 150 Milliarden Euro. Uber eine
Million Beschiéftigte arbeiten in Maschinenbaufirmen. Nicht nur GroBunternehmen, sondern
auch Kleinbetriebe und mittelstindische Unternehmen sind fiir Maschinenproduktion von
Bedeutung. Maschinen gehdren zu den Investitionsgiitern. Das bedeutet: dieser Industriezweig
ist abhingig vom Wirtschaftswachstum und von der konjunkturellen Entwicklung allgemein.
Sein Ausfuhranteil betrdgt 60%. Einen besonders hohen Ausfuhranteil hat der
Werkzeugmaschinenbau: namlich ca. 69%. Ingenieure miissen stindig nach Verbesserungen und
neuen Erfindungen suchen. Sonst sind diese Exporterfolge nicht mdglich.

Die Dienstleistungsbetriecbe Die sektorale Dreiteilung der Wirtschaftstitigkeit
(Wirtschaft) ordnet Dienstleistungen dem tertidren Sektor zu: Er umfasst den Verkehr, 241 die
Banken und Versicherungen und andere Dienstleistungsbetriebe. Die Auffassungen iiber den
Inhalt des dritten Sektors sind sehr unterschiedlich. Das Transportwesen, das
Kommunikationswesen und die o6ffentliche Versorgung sowie die Offentliche Verwaltung
werden in einigen Darstellungen dem dritten Sektor zugerechnet. In diesem Sinne sind alle
Betriebe, die im tertiiren Sektor titig sind, Dienstleistungsbetriebe. Dienstleistungen sind
immaterielle, niitzliche Aktivititen, die auch {bertragbar sind. Direkte Dienstleistungen
erbringen im direkten Dienst ein Leistungsprogramm; diese Leistungserstellung ist das
Hauptprogramm des Betriebes; die Dienstleistung ist somit das Hauptprodukt. Indirekte
Dienstleistungen haben nur Servicefunktion und konnen als Hilfsprozesse bezeichnet werden.
Die Serviceleistungen konnen nach innen gerichtet sein, wie z. B. das betriebliche
Informationswesen, oder nach auflen, wie beispielsweise der Kundendienst. Somit gibt es
Dienstleistungsbetriebe, die Dienstleistungen als Hauptprodukt fiihren; andere Betriebe
erbringen Dienstleistungen als Hilfsleistungen. Die Typologie der Dienstleistungen fiihrt zu einer
entsprechenden Typologie der Dienstleistungsbetriebe. Leistungen von Dienstleistungsbetrieben
kébnnen z. B. sein: Dienste am Endverbraucher: Informationsdienste, Kranken und
Gesundheitspflege, Gaststitten und Hoteldienste, Beratungsdienste fiir Berufs-, Erziehungs-,
Verbraucher-, Steuer- und Reiseprobleme und dhnliche; Dienste an der Gesellschaft: Gas,
Wasser, Elektrizititsversorgung, Massenmedien, Schule, Hochschule, Kindergarten,
Weiterbildung, Verwaltung, Kultur usw.; Finanzdienste: Banken und Versicherungsleistungen;
Uberbriickungsdienste: Handel (siche Handelsbetrieb), Transport, Nachrichten, Adressenversand
usw.; Beratungsdienste: Werbung, Rentenberatung, Wirtschaftspriifung, Steuerberatung,
Unternehmensberatung, Arbeitsberatung und andere; Erhaltungsdienste: Reparaturdienste,
Wartungen, Reinigungen usw. Dienstleistungsbetriebe iiben Funktionen aus als Helfer von auf
primidren und sekundiren Gebieten titigen Unternehmen oder als Produzenten von
Dienstleistungen als Hauptprodukt. Im ersten Fall bieten die Dienstleistungsbetriebe ihre Dienste
als komplementire Produkte an. Dienstleistungsbetriebe produzieren immaterielle Giiter.
Dienstleistungsbetriebe unterliegen wie alle Betriebe dem technischen Fortschritt. Der
Dienstleistungssektor wird heute als Uberlaufsektor gesehen, der frei werdende Arbeitskraft aus
dem primiren und tertidren Sektor aufnehmen soll.
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Die Industrie. Die rund 82 Millionen Einwohner der Bundesrepublik Deutschland leben
auf der Fliache von 357 000 km2 — das sind 223 Menschen auf einem Quadratkilometer.
Deutschland ist damit (nach den Niederlanden, Belgien und GrofBbritannien) eines der



dichtbesiedeltsten Lander Europas. Vergeblich wiirde man nach weiten Strecken unbewohnten
Landes, endlosen Wildern oder Wiisten suchen. Wo immer man sich befindet — die néchste
groflere Stadt ist meist nur wenige Kilometer entfernt. Und ebenso verhélt es sich mit Strafen,
Autobahnen, Fabriken und anderen Gewerbegebieten — sie sind iliber das ganze Land verteilt.
Allerdings gibt es Gebiete mit besonders hoher Bevolkerungskonzentration. Diese urbanen
Verdichtungsriume sind zugleich auch die wichtigsten Industriestandsorte. Einen Uberblick gibt
folgende Tabelle:

Weitere wichtige Industriestandorte sind das Saarland (Kohle, Eisenund Stahlindustrie), Bremen
(Werften, Hiittenwerke) und verschiede 248 ne mittelgrof3e Stiadte auBerhalb der grof3en
Ballungsrdume, wie z.B. Kassel (Automobilindustrie) und Schweinfurt (Werkzeugherstellung)
oder Kiel und Rostock an der Ostseekiiste (Schiffbau).
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Der deutsche Handel hilt seit Jahrzehnten einen Anteil von etwa 10 Prozent der
Bruttowertschopfung. Rund vier Millionen Menschen arbeiten inzwischen in den etwa 600000
westdeutschen Unternehmen des Handels. Damit ist jeder achte Erwerbstétige in Deutschland im
Handel beschiftigt. Trotz einer starken Konzentrationsbewegung ist der Wirtschaftsbereich
immer noch stark mittelstdndisch gepriagt. Rund die Hélfte aller Handelsunternehmen beschéftigt
nicht mehr als zwei Personen. In neun von zehn Unternehmen sind weniger als zehn Beschiftigte
tatig. Dazu gehoren meist der Inhaber selbst und oft auch dessen Angehorige. Bei der
Betrachtung des Handels ist zu unterscheiden zwischen den Unternehmen, die den Handel als
thren Geschéftszweck ansehen (sog. institutioneller Handel), und die fiir den Absatz in allen
Féllen erforderlichen Handelsfunktion (funktioneller Handel). Der Handel hat folgende
Aufgaben (Funktionen): 1 MarkterschlieBungsfunktion. Sie ist die Hauptaufgabe des Handels, die
durch die anderen Funktionen unterstiitzt wird. Im Mittelpunkt steht die ErschlieBung von
Absatzmirkten durch das moderne Absatzmarketing. 258 1 Raumfunktion. Der Handel
iberbriickt den rdumlichen Abstand zwischen Erzeugungsbetrieben und Endverbrauchern. Dazu
sind technische und organisatorische MaBnahmen erforderlich, vor allem aber erhebliche
Transportleistungen. 1 Zeitfunktion. Erzeugung und Verbrauch stimmen in ihrem zeitlichen
Ablauf meistens nicht {iberein. Der Handel sorgt flir den Zeitausgleich durch Lagerhaltung und
Vorausdisposition. 1 Sortimentsfunktion. =~ Durch  die = Zusammenfassung  der
Produktionsprogramme vieler Erzeuger bietet der Handel der nachfolgenden Wirtschaftsstufe



eine breitere und tiefere Auswahl. — Die Tiefe des Sortiments wird durch die mehr oder weniger
groBBe Auswahl an Waren mit gleichem Verwendungszweck bestimmt, die sich durch Qualitit,
Aufmachung und Preise unterscheiden. — Die Breite des Sortiments wird gekennzeichnet durch
die Vielzahl verschiedenartiger Artikel mit unterschiedlichem Verwendungszweck. Typische
Handelsbetriebe mit breitem, aber flachem Sortiment sind die Verbrauchermairkte, wihrend die
Fachgeschifte ein tiefes, aber schmales Sortiment anbieten. 1 Mengenfunktion. Die
produktionsgerechte Zusammenfassung von Bedarfsmengen durch den Handel ist Voraussetzung
fiir die mit der Massenfertigung verbundenen Rationalisierungseffekte. 1 Beratungsfunktion. Der
Handel informiert und berit nicht nur die Abnehmer. Durch stindige Marktbeobachtung erkennt
er Kundenwiinsche, Verdnderungen der Kaufkraft, verlagerte Kaufgewohnheiten usw. und gibt
sie an die Hersteller weiter.
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Russland-Deutschland —  Gegenwart —  Russisch-deutsche  Handels- und
Wirtschaftsbeziehungen. Deutschland ist ein wichtiger Handels- und Wirtschaftspartner
Russlands. Der Anteil der BRD im Auflenhandel Russlands betrégt mehr als 10%. Der Anteil
Russlands im Auflenhandel Deutschlands betrigt ca. 2,1% und nimmt den 14. Platz unter den
Handelspartnern der BDR ein. Nach den Angaben des Ministeriums fiir wirtschaftliche
Entwicklung Russlands ist der Warenumsatz 2009 auf 18,3% gestiegen. Er hat ein Niveau von
31,2 Mrd. USD erreicht. Darunter bildeten das russische Exportvolumen 16,2 Mrd. USD ( +
14,0%) und das Importvolumen 15,0 Mrd. USD ( + 23,7%). Der positive Saldo Russlands im
AuBenhandelsverkehr wurde bis auf 1,2 Mrd. USD reduziert. Hauptanteile des Exports
Russlands (90,2% des Werts) bilden Brennund Rohstoffe, darunter 70% nehmen Energietriger
und Erd6lprodukte ein. Lieferungen Russlands decken den Bedarf Deutschlands an das Erdgas
auf 35%, an das Erdol auf 30%, an Buntmetalle und Diingemittel auf mehr als 10%. BRD ist der
Hauptlieferant von Importprodukten Russlands. Der deutsche Anteil am russischen Import von
Maschinen und Anlagen betrdgt 55%, von Schuhwerken — 45%, von Medikamenten — 15%,
von Nahrungsmitteln — 14%, von chemischen Waren — 17%, von agrarindustriellen Produkten
— 10%, von Metallen und Metallprodukten — 7%. Der Anteil der deutschen Lieferungen
betrdgt mehr als 90%.
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Deutschland ist der groBte Geldgeber Russlands. Laut den Bewertungen trdgt BRD bis
1/3 der russischen Schulden, darunter auf der Linie des Pariser Klubs zum 1. November 2009 —
18,5 Mio. USD, was ca. 40% des Gesamtvolumens dieser Schulden betrdgt. Laut den Angaben
betrug der Umfang der aufgespeicherten Investitionen Deutschlands in die russische Wirtschaft
fiir Januar 2010 etwa 264 9,3 Mio. USD (- 8,6% im Vergleich zum Anfang 2009). Laut diesen
Kennziffern verlor Deutschland zum ersten Mal wéhrend der letzten 2 Jahre die Fiihrung und
stand solchen Staaten wie Zypern, Luxemburg und den Niederlanden nach. Direkte Investitionen
zdhlen 2,6 Mio. USD oder 7,1% (4. Platzt nach den USA, Zypern, und den Niederlanden). Der
Umfang der aufgespeicherten Portfolioinvestitionen fiir das Ende 2009 betrug 8 Mio. USD. In
Russland funktionieren ca. 3,5 tausend Unternehmen mit der deutschen Beteiligung. Darunter
sind mehr als 1350 der russisch-deutschen Gemeinschaftsunternehmen und ca. 800 Unternehmen
mit dem 100 prozentigen deutschen Kapital. Sie arbeiten hauptsdchlich in solchen Sphiren wie
handelsvermittelnde und konsultativinformationelle Dienstleistungen (etwa 50% aller
Gemeinschaftsunternehmen) und in den Finanzgeschéften (15%). Mehr als ein Tausend Filialen
der deutschen Unternehmen wurden in Russland, hauptséchlich in Moskau und St. Petersburg,
registriert. Laut den Angaben der russischen Statistik betrdgt das Volumen der Investitionen der
russischen Unternehmen auf dem deutschen Markt 170 Mio. USD. OAG “Gasprom” und AG
“Rosserddl” sind hier sehr aktiv. In Deutschland sind etwa 100 gemischter Unternehmen mit
dem russischen Kapital registriert.
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An den meisten deutschen Hochschulen haben die Studierenden die Mboglichkeit, die
Diensleistungen von “Studentenwerken” in Anspruch zu nehmen. Diese sorgen fiir eine
Verbesserung  der  wirtschaftlichen, sozialen, gesundheitlichen und  kulturellen
Rahmenbedingungen fiir die Studierenden am Hochschulort und haben Aufgaben {ibernommen,
die fiir jeden Studierenden von Bedeutung sind. Besonders Studienanfinger sollten sich
moglichst friih tiber das fiir ihre Hochschule zustéindige Studentenwerk informieren. “Sie leisten
einen wesentlichen Beitrag zur Verwirklichung von Chancengleichheit. Im Zusammenwirken
mit Hochschulen und Hochschulstddten tragen sie zur Verbesserung der Rahmenbedingungen
fiir das Hochschulstudium bei und beteiligen sich insoweit an der Gestaltung des Lebensraums
Hochschule”. Es gibt z.B. an verschiedenen Hochschulstandorten durch das Studentenwerk einen
“Newcomer-Service” mit unterschiedlichen Service-Paketen, der eine Hilfe fiir das Einleben in
die neue Umgebung 185 bietet. Dieser Service kann schon bei der Ankunft mit dem Empfang am
Flughafen beginnen und viele Hilfen geben, wie Beratung und Tuturien, Sprachkurse, Mithilfe
bei Besuch von Amtern usw. Fiir den Studienanfang ist dies eine wichtige erste Orientierung.
Die Leistungen solcher Starthilfen werden von jedem Studentenwerk selbstindig festgelegt.
Servicepakete: Beispiel fiir internationale Studienanfinger — Zimmer in einem
Studentenwohnheim — Verpflegung — Semesterbeitrag evtl. mit Semesterticket fiir den
offentlichen Nahverkehr — Beratungen fiir Studium und Leben in Deutschland, z.B. Info fiir
Kranken- und Haftpflichtversicherungen, Sprachkurse, Behordegénge, Tuturen. Einige
Studentenwerke sorgen sogar fiir ein Fahrrad, einen Computer, Internetanschluss, Geschirr und
Bettwiésche oder bieten Sport- und Sprachkurse an. Solche Servicepakete kosten — abhéngig
von den Leistungen — ca. 160 bis 360 EU/ Monat und konnen 1—4 Semester erworben werden.
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Woussten Sie, dass vor genau 100 Jahren die Hélfte all derjenigen, die im Ausland studierten, eine
deutsche Universitdt besuchte? Deutschland war damals weltweit ein Magnet fiir Bildung und
Forschung. Studieren in Deutschland hat Tradition. Deutschland blickt auf eine lange
Universitétstradition zuriick. Die dlteste deutsche Universitdt ist die Ruprecht-Karls-Universitét
in Heidelberg, die im Jahr 1386 gegriindet wurde. Aber auch andere Hochschulen haben eine alte
Geschichte. Vor dem Zweiten Weltkrieg nahmen die deutschen Universititen eine
Spitzenstellung ein. Beriihmte deutsche Wissenschaflter waren als Professoren an deutschen
Universitidten oder in akademischen Einrichtungen tétig: Jacob und Wilhelm Grimm in der
Germanistik, Werner Heisenberg und Wilhelm Conrad Rontgen in der Physik, Robert 189 Koch
in der Medizin, Immanuel Kant und Theodor W. Adorno in der Philosophie, Martin Luther in
der Religionswissenschaft und viele andere. Diese Namen haben ihre Spuren hinterlassen und
sind Geschichte geworden, ein Beweis dafiir, dass es immer schon gute Argumente fiir ein
Studium in Deutschland gab. Deutschland besitzt mit iiber 350 Hochschul- und
Forschungseinrichtungen ein dichtes Bildungsnetzwerk. Universititen und Fachhochschulen
haben ein breites Studienangebot. Institutionen wie die Max-Planck-Gesellschaft (MPG), die
Wissenschaftsgemeinschaft ~ Gottfried ~ Wilhelm  Leibniz  (WGL), die  Deutsche
Forschungsgemeinschaft (DFG), die FraunhoferGesellschaft (FhG) und die Hermann von
Helmbholtz-Gemeinschaft deutscher Forschungszentren (HGF) bieten optimale Bedingungen fiir
die Forschung. Deutschland ist als Studienort bei Ausldndern beliebt. In der Skala der Ziellander
fiir ein Auslandsstudium nimmt Deutschland Platz 3 ein. Insgesamt studieren und forschen
225000 Auslénder an Hochschulen und Forschungseinrichtungen in Deutschland.

Ils misent sur la France

Ces derni¢res années la France se classe quatriéme terre d'accueil des investissements
étrangers, juste derriere le trio Etats-Unis, Luxembourg, Chine.

Restent pourtant les points noirs, ou gris, par exemple, la fiscalité¢. Bien sir, le taux de
I'imposition sur les sociétés est passé¢ de 59% a 33% en 10 ans. La France a actuellement une
pression fiscale comparable a celle de ses voisins. Mais certains impdts, par exemple la taxe
professionnelle, choquent bon nombre d'entrepreneurs.

A quoi tient l'attractivité de I'Hexagone? Le premier atout de la France n'a rien a voir
avec le talent de ses habitants, mais il compte aux yeux des investisseurs. On le doit a la
géographie, puisque la France a une frontiere commune avec les sept pays qui sont les plus
peuplés et les plus riches de 1'Union européenne. Un argument qui convainc les industriels
désireux de s'attaquer aux marchés nord-européens en limitant leurs cotts logistiques.

L'environnement scientifique ne serait pas un facteur d'attraction suffisant si la main-
d'oeuvre francaise n'était pas productive. Les colits salariaux sont moins €levés en France que
chez la majorité de ses voisins européens. Selon les experts de 'OCDE, le cotit horaire du travail
en France en 2005 est inférieur a celui de 1'Allemagne, de la Belgique, des Pays-Bas et de la
Suisse. Seuls les pays du Sud et de I’Est de 1'Europe ont un colit inférieur.

L'intérét géographique est d'autant plus décisif que la France dispose d'infrastructures de
transport appréciables, comme en témoigne son réseau ferré, le plus dense en Europe. La
présence du TGV a, par exemple, été déterminante dans le choix du coréen Daewoo qui a fait de
la Lorraine sa base de conquéte européenne.

Autre atout, la qualité de 1'environnement scientifique. La France se situe maintenant au
4-e rang mondial pour le nombre de brevets déposés. Cela explique qu'une part significative des
4 000 implantations étrangeres provienne de l'industrie de haute technologie (informatique,
télécoms, chimie).

Pour compenser ces inconvénients, il reste a la France un atout non négligeable, son
cadre de vie. L'époque n'est plus a mettre lourdement 1'accent sur la gastronomie et I'art de vivre
frangais. Mais lorsque des Japonais visitent un site, la limousine qui les proméne fait souvent un
détour pour longer un golf proche ou pour s'arréter dans le meilleur restaurant de la ville. Dans la
course aux investissements, tous les coups sont permis

L’Etat et les entreprises

L'Etat joue en France un role économique important. Il est d'abord le premier employeur,
le premier producteur et le premier client du pays. Il est aussi le premier transporteur, le premier
propriétaire foncier.

L'Etat, qui définit les grandes orientations de la politique économique, est longtemps
intervenu dans la production en contrélant de nombreuses entreprises mais les alternances
politiques(1) qui ont marqué le pays depuis une vingtaine d'années ont entrainé des changements
considérables. Le poids de I'Etat s'est d'abord renforcé en 1982 par une vague de nationalisations
visant a moderniser l'appareil productif et a restructurer les entreprises. Le quart de I'industrie
passe alors sous son controle. L'arrivée d'une nouvelle majorité(2) au pouvoir en 1986-1988,
conduit le gouvernement a privatiser une douzaine de sociétés. Apres une nouvelle alternance, le
retour aux affaires de cette méme majorité en mars 1993 s'accompagne d'un nouveau programme
de privatisations portant sur vingt-et-une grandes entreprises industrielles, banques et
compagnies d'assurances. Le programme est poursuivi en 1995 avec la privatisation de plusieurs
entreprises industrielles comme Péchiney, Usinor-Sacilor et Elf-Aquitaine et de plusieurs
banques et compagnies d'assurances comme la BNP et 1'UAP. Depuis I'Etat a réduit sa
participation dans plusieurs entreprises. L’Etat francais détient les participations suivantes : EDF



(87%), GDF (79%), Areva (84%), France Télécom (32%), EADS ((15%), Renault (15%). Les
entreprises publiques a 100% sont: Charbonnages de France, SNCF, RATP, La Poste.

Les entreprises ont, quant a elles, connu une forte concentration financiére. Celle-ci a
conduit a la naissance de grands groupes. La tendance est cependant moins forte que chez bien
des concurrents. La France ne compte en effet que dix entreprises parmi les cent premicres
mondiales, loin derriére les Etats-Unis (31) et le Japon (21) mais aussi 'Allemagne (12). La
premiere entreprise francaise, Total, ne se classe qu' au 10° rang mondial.

Alors que les grandes entreprises réduisent leurs effectifs, les PME, plus souples et mieux
adaptées aux changements rapides de stratégie, constituent les nouveaux fers de lance de
I'économie nationale. Prés de la moitié des salariés de l'industrie sont désormais employés dans
des entreprises de moins de 500 salariés et celles-ci réalisent 42% des ventes. Certaines de ces
entreprises, spécialisées dans des activités trés performantes, occupent une position de choix sur
le march¢ mondial. Les PME sont particulicrement actives dans les secteurs de l'agro-
alimentaire, du batiment et de la confection. Elles souffrent cependant d'une insuffisante
présence sur les marchés extérieurs, c'est pourquoi I'Etat encourage le développement des
initiatives publiques ou privées qui pourraient faciliter la pénétration des marchés étrangers.

Les points forts et les points faibles

Cinquiéme pays exportateur dans le monde, quatrieme mondial pour l'accueil des
investissements étrangers: la France réussit a se maintenir a un haut niveau dans la compétition
économique mondiale. Ces derni¢res années la France dégage un solde positif commercial assez
confortable.

Ces résultats ne sont plus dus, comme au cours des années 90, a quelques grands
contrats aéronautiques ou d'armement, mais a I'amélioration de tout 'appareil productif frangais.
Au prix de restructurations, de suppressions massives d'emploi, les entreprises francaises ont
retrouvé une certaine compétitivité par rapport a leurs concurrents étrangers.

Pourtant 1l reste quelques signes préoccupants. L'augmentation des exportations
frangaises se fait pratiquement exclusivement en Europe: entre 1995 et 2005, la part de marché
de la France dans 1'Union européenne est passée de 7,9% a 9,4%, alors que celle de 1'Allemagne
et celle de la Grande-Bretagne ont diminué. En revanche, la position de la France dans le
commerce mondial ne s'améliore pas. La montée en puissance des pays émergents 1'explique en
partie, mais la France n'a pas de concentration nette sur quelques produits ou filicres de
production comme en Allemagne, qui permettent de profiter d'avantages concurrentiels face a ses
concurrents. Les entreprises frangaises offrent des produis standards, pour lesquels le prix
devient I'élément déterminant.

Les industries de pointe

Tributaires de progrés technique trés rapide, mais aussi de la recherche et d'un personnel
hautement qualifié, les industries de pointe assurent 20 % des emplois industriels et des
exportations. La France constitue l'un des pays les plus performants dans la construction
aéronautique et spatiale ainsi que dans 1’industrie d’armement.

Pour faire face a une concurrence internationale accrue et réduire les colts de recherche
et de production, les entreprises frangaises se sont rapprochées des entreprises européennes.
Dans la construction aéronautique, un groupe domine depuis peu tous les classements



européens : EADS (European Aeronautic Defence and Space Company), qui réunit les activités
aéronautiques et spatiales d’Aérospatiale-Matra (France), de Dasa (Allemagne) et de Casa
(Espagne).

L'industrie spatiale s'est également développée dans le cadre d'une coopération
internationale regroupant une quinzaine d'Etats, dont certains, comme la Norvége et la Suisse,
n'appartiennent pas a I'Union européenne. C'est notamment le fait du programme Arianespace.

L’industrie d'armement connait depuis quelques années un net repli a la suite de la fin de
la guerre froide et des réductions du budget de la défense. Elle place la France au cinquiéme rang
mondial des exportateurs. Il s'agit d'une industrie stratégique, de haute technologie et dépendant
largement de I'Etat qui décide des programmes d'équipement et contrdle les exportations. Les
grandes entreprises dominent la production telles que GIAT-Industries pour les armements
terrestres, de Dassault et ’EADS pour les avions.

Les industries électriques et €lectroniques sont caractérisées par une extréme diversité des
productions. Elles sont aussi dominées par de grandes entreprises et dépendent largement des
commandes publiques : Alcatel demeure la premicre entreprise frangaise dans la production de
matériel de télécoms, en 2006 Alcatel a fusionné avec I’américain Lucent Technologies pour
former le groupe Alcatel-Lucent ; Alstom est, outre le matériel ferroviaire (TGV), spécialisé
dans les équipements pour centrales électriques ; Thales s’est orienté sur 1’électronique de
défense ; tandis que Thomson se spécialise dans 1’électronique grand public.

Si la France est bien placée dans les télécommunications, notamment avec France
Télécom, les résultats sont moins impressionnants dans l'informatique. Certes, 1'industrie du
logiciel et surtout des services informatiques, avec Cap Gemini, est performante, mais la France
dépend largement de l'étranger pour la fabrication des micro-processeurs, souffrant de la
concurrence des Etats-Unis et du Japon.
