Case problem / Standard professional problems
Case 1 (Topic 1.4)

Strategic airline alliances

Since the 1980s, in the aviation industry at the global level witnessed two opposite processes -competition and cooperation.
Leading international players aspired partnership agreements. It was a natural response to external challenges: globalization,
on the one hand, and, on the other - liberalization and deregulation at national and regional levels.

Accordingly, airlines were faced with the need to develop a new strategy of development and growth, to improve service
guality and expand its presence in the market, in order to cope with increasing competition and demand. Alliances - they
have provided carriers with new opportunities to strengthen the market position at the international level.

By 2017, the majority of European airlines either have already concluded agreements on strategic partnership, or are
negotiating with other airlines, both in Europe and beyond. Specific conditions of the partnership agreement are different,
but they all give companies the opportunity to use the effect of scale-up due to programs of tourism, extension of their
operation possibilities, more flexible flight schedules, joint use of services, business lounges, etc. Some partnership
agreements assume even the exchange of shares.

To date, there are 3 major strategic alliances that incorporate European airlines:



Star Alliance - the largest airline alliance in the world, joins 27 full members (+ 25 affiliated airlines) - including
Lufthansa (Germany), SAS (Denmark, Norway, Sweden), LOT (Poland), TAP Portugal (Portugal), etc. The Alliance started
to develop a "regional™ concept in 2004, which helped involved companies to enter regional markets with the participation
of local carriers. Currently, the Alliance serves a third of transport market (in passenger-km).

Sky Team - the second biggest alliance, joins 20 full members (+8 affiliated) - including Air France (France), Czech
Airlines (Czech Repiublic), KLM Royal Dutch Airlines (Netherlands), Alitalia (Italy) and others.

One World - alliance that joins 15 full members (+ 30 affiliated) - including British Airlines (Great Britain), Air Berlin
(Germany) and others.

Questions and tasks to consider:
1. Are these alliances a natural reaction to the increased competition and don’t they destroy the policy of
liberalization of the EU?
2. When changing the members of the Alliance (which happens pretty frequently) , can the EU authorities
and European companies track the possible outcomes of such partnership on industry’s competition?
