3amanme 1. What is culture and what is its role in the life of society?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):

Culture is the activity of a society of people or an individual, which leads to a spiritual and
(or) material change in the life of both a particular human community and entire nations. The
created cultural values always influence the development of a human community to one degree
or another, no matter how insignificant they may seem at first glance.

Material culture is everything that man has created with his own hands. Technical culture
and technological processes also belong here, since as a result of their use, very real physical
objects arise.

Spiritual culture is everything that is created by man, but it is impossible to touch with your
hands. It affects a person through feelings, emotions, and the psyche. And this is the main
difference between spiritual culture and material culture. There are a huge number of examples
of such a culture: songs, science, languages, poetry, moral values, high feelings and emotions...
It includes science, general moral principles, richness of language, etc. elements. Upbringing,
knowledge gained in educational institutions, self—education, etc. - all this can be attributed to
the means of individual spiritual enrichment. On the basis of these components, a specific
personality is formed with his views on life, love, family, behavior in various situations... Most
mature people (it's not about age, but about the spiritual component) have their own worldview,
based on which they live.

3aganume 2. What is cultural identification and what is its significance for different
peoples?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):
The problem of identification has arisen ever since a person had self-awareness, the need
to understand who he is and how he differs from other people. Identification is multicomponent,



it is associated with differences in gender and age, racial and professional, social and class, ethnic
and religious, ideological and political. Today, cultural identification is perhaps the most
significant on a global scale.

All peoples differ from each other in their customs, behavior, daily habits, clothes, cuisine,
although they may be somewhat similar. Habitat and climate are very important in this sense.
The past, the peculiarities of the formation and development of the people also have their own
significance. Each nation has a peculiar identification system based on the principle of "friend or
foe". Cultural identification was brought to the fore whenever there was a "meeting" of different
cultures, whether due to geographical proximity, trade ties or military expansion. It became a
powerful means of uniting human communities in the face of threats to their collective survival.
In the past, this problem has arisen in a limited local or regional space. It began to acquire global
dimensions starting from the XVIII century, since the time of colonial expansion, which affected
the peoples of all continents.

Today, when globalization is becoming truly total, some experts say that cultural diversity
will disappear in the near future, which is facilitated by intensive migration processes in the
world. However, most migrants do not break ties with their ethnic communities, and preserve
many traditions and customs of their ancestors. Therefore, there are great doubts that a unified
world culture will emerge in the near future. In the modern world, cultural identification still
retains its importance.

3ananue 3. What role does the image of the so-called "Other" play in the formation of
national, regional and pan-European identities?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):

Today, serious attention is paid to this in the literature. As an example, we can name the
book by the Norwegian scientist Ivar Neumann, translated into Russian (Neumann I. The use of
the "Other": images of the East in the formation of European identities. Trans. from English - M.:
New Publishing House, 2004. - 336 p.). The author shows very interestingly how the images of
Ottoman Turkey and Russia affected (relations with them) on the formation of European identity
and the identity of its regions. Similarly, by analogy, we can talk about the influence of the role
of the Tatar—Mongol invasion and the yoke on the identity of the Russian people, etc.

The binary opposition of "I am the Other" manifests itself in ethnocentrism, according to
which the Other with its differences may pose a threat to our existence. Therefore, in the context
of self-preservation, all cultural manifestations and behaviors of the Other, different from our
own, are denied, and everything of our own becomes the basis of unity. Moreover, the binary
opposition, deeply rooted in our consciousness, manifests itself especially vividly in the
collective consciousness precisely at such historical moments when the Other with its differences
acts as a threat to our existence.

The Turkish threat has been hanging over European states for several centuries. The image
of the terrible Turks was used to confirm and strengthen European collectivity. Alliances were
formed against Turkey, and the fight against it was the core of international relations. Since the
end of the 17th century, the military threat has weakened, but the cultural threat has remained.



Against the background of the struggle against the Ottomans, a sense of one's own European
identity and one's own superiority grew, and European unity strengthened. Later, as Russia rose,
Western Europe began to fear its military might and oppose itself to it. They began to talk about
the lack of civilization and Europeanness of our country.

3amanme 4. What are the features of European civilization?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):

Any civilization has a grid of coordinates, outside of which its identity is lost. Such a grid
iIs a system of values that introduces moral criteria into relations between people, their
associations, and states. Values are the basic principles of the family, society and the state, shared
by the majority of citizens. Values may evolve over time, but their foundation is fairly stable.
Values are fixed in mores and customs, dogmas and rituals, and legal norms. They are represented
by images of heroes of the past — saints, prophets, geniuses of science and culture, great statesmen
and generals.

Despite the differences, the European peoples are very similar, have a common physiology,
some similarities in origin, similar character traits dating back to a common history and traditions.

The peculiarities of European civilization and the peoples living in Europe are determined
by:

Ancient heritage (Greek philosophy, Roman law, the concept of human dignity and
freedom).

Christianity (the idea of the personal nature of God — man is created by Him "in his own
Image and likeness as a new person; universal human values; the idea of unity).

Ordered individualism, civil society (the individual is a value).

The method of management is private property, personal initiative, market economy.

The formation of European values has gone through a number of stages.

European civilization is characterized by such a way of life, which is determined by
mobile, inventive, adaptable people, determines the joy of discovery and a rational attitude to the
world; this is a way of life for which individuality means more than mass, and freedom means
more than power. The external conditions of Europe, and to an even greater extent the internal
attitude of Europeans, led to the fact that Europe constantly resisted other people's attempts to
define its life, to subordinate it to an external force. For centuries, it has successfully repelled the
attempts of numerous conquerors from the East and Southeast (Persians, Huns, Mongols, Turks).
The world of European states has always been more pluralistic and diverse than the world of the
Eastern empires. Along with the great powers and nations, small countries, city-states, and federal
entities were constantly present in the European political structure.

3apanme 5. What are the cultural differences between the peoples inhabiting the western
and eastern parts of the European continent?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):
The historical features of the formation of different European peoples have led to the
emergence of certain cultural and civilizational differences, despite common civilizational roots



and common European values. This process began after the division of the Roman Empire into
eastern and western parts.
They have established themselves in the West:
e The Latin cultural tradition
e Catholicism and Protestantism
e [Individualism
e Entrepreneurial spirit
They have established themselves in the East:
e Greek cultural tradition
e Orthodoxy
e Propensity for collective action
e Lack of initiative
After the fall of Byzantium, Europeanness was associated with the Western cultural
tradition. Muscovy paid tribute to the Golden Horde until 1480, although formally it had already
turned into an independent state. It so happened that the Moscow state (later Russia) received
Orthodoxy, the alphabet and the foundations of the Greek cultural tradition from Byzantium.
These cultural features have been preserved up to our time. The expansion of the Roman Catholic
Church to the east, the desire of the rulers of Poland to create an empire from sea to sea, led to
the fact that the Russian lands were deliberately declared non-European, and the peoples
inhabiting them were alien to European culture and traditions, which is fundamentally wrong.

3apanme 6. What are the features of modern European culture?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):

Culture represents the spiritual bonds of society, outside of which neither a person nor his
formation in the history of development in a society of one type or another is possible. Culture
accumulates values created by people, ways of perceiving the world, ensures the connection of
generations and the transfer of social experience. Culture somehow reflects the realities of human
society. Today, mass production and consumption, urbanization have led to the emergence of
mass consciousness and mass culture on the European continent.

The phenomenon of modern European culture can be described in two dimensions: 1) post-
industrial and 2) postmodern. Culture is developing today as a result of the interaction of
these global approaches to assessing and transforming reality.

The first approach regulates the ways in which modern social and technological realities
are formed. Knowledge, information for obtaining specific results. Total practicality. The second
approach is a passive perception of the world. Accumulation of information as a means of
communication.

3amanme 7. What is the reason for the emergence of new value orientations of people in
modern society?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):



In the XXI century, experts talk about the formation of new human value orientations,
which are associated with: the development of the service and information sector of the economy;
high technologies and network structures as the basis of progress; the innovative nature of the
evolution of society; changes in the structure of employment, when virtual networks replace real
social groups.

A characteristic feature of modernity (including European) is the emerging cultural
industry, when cultural processes are influenced not only by technological innovations, but also
by commercial initiatives using creativity. This applies to all traditional forms of art and a wide
range of activities related to design, fashion, audio, video, film production, multimedia and others
- up to the production of computer programs.

At the same time, various spheres of culture are being included in the electronic space of
the Internet. At the same time, the creative minority leads the inert majority. The result is the
growing virtualization of culture.

3aganume 8. What is multiculturalism and what is its significance in modern Europe?

Pewenue (sapuanm omsema):

Multiculturalism is understood as the practice and policy of conflict-free coexistence of
many diverse cultural groups in one national-state space. Multiculturalism offers integration
of cultures without merging them. However, tolerance and dialogue of cultures do not remove all
the contradictions of modern society. In addition, contradictions arise between the principles of
tolerance and multiculturalism if universal principles of human rights are not acceptable for one
of the cultures.

In European countries, multiculturalism has become the main model of incorporation of
the arriving migrant mass. This has been enshrined in legislation to one degree or another.

The Europeans hoped that the newcomers would find the ideas of democracy, tolerance,
pluralism, equality before the law for all citizens, regardless of their gender and racial or religious
affiliation, attractive and worthy of support, and would borrow these values with enthusiasm. But
that didn't happen.

A denationalized multicultural community of a new type, as the authors of the idea saw
it, has not developed anywhere.
