TeKCTTII;e murderous attack on the office of the satirical weekly Charlie Hebdo in
Paris last week can be seen in the context of modern French society: its challenges
assimilating immigrants, its ongoing efforts to preserve its liberal and secular
political culture, and even its national affinity for a kind of scathing and irreverent
cartooning rooted in a deep distrust of institutions.

But the attack has a global dimension as it also can be seen as the latest
skirmish in a war over freedom of expression. This war has led to a record number
of journalists being killed and imprisoned around the world. The last three years
have been the most deadly and dangerous ever documented by the Committee to
Protect Journalists, which has been keeping detailed data since 1992.

What is the catalyst of this unprecedented increase in violence against the
global media? In a word: technology.

The advent of the Internet has completely transformed the way news is
gathered and disseminated to the global audience. This new system has tremendous
positive advantages, allowing news to flow more easily across borders and making
it more difficult for repressive governments to censor and control it. But there are
also profound implications for the safety of journalists on the front lines of these
information battles.

In fact, the vast majority of journalists killed around the world do not die
covering combat. They are deliberately targeted in their own countries because of
the stories they cover or the ideas they express. In this context, the attack on Charlie
Hebdo is typical of the risk that journalists face everywhere. What made it shocking

was that it took place not in Mexico or Pakistan, but in France.



Technology has also changed the global media environment by opening every
corner of the world to myriad ideas and information. This too has its consequences.

When a SWAT team appeared at Pavel Durov’s door in St. Petersburg, he
started thinking about his future in Russia. He was home alone, and he peered at
them through a monitor. “They had guns and they looked very serious,” said Mr.
Durov, once Russia’s biggest celebrity entrepreneur. “They seemed to want to break
the door.”

Not long ago, Mr. Durov, 30, was seen as Russia’s Mark Zuckerberg. He
founded a social network, VKontakte, which is more popular in Russia than
Facebook, and made a splash by publicly offering Edward Snowden a job.

Then the Kremlin tightened its grip over the Internet and took control of
VKontakte. Mr. Durov eventually sold his remaining stake for millions and fled
Russia in April.

Mr. Durov is now a little-seen nomad, moving from country to country every
few weeks with a small band of computer programmers. One day he is in Paris,
another in Singapore.

When he arrived with little warning in London for his first interview outside
cyberspace since leaving Russia, he was en route to San Francisco, where he
appeared at a conference.

His odyssey reflects the changing nature of the Internet in Russia. The Internet
was once seen as a way to diversify Russia’s economy. When VKontakte started in
2006, Mr. Durov says, he envisioned his country as a tax-free and libertarian utopia
for technologists. “Since I’m obviously a believer in free markets,” Mr. Durov said,
“it’s hard for me to understand the current direction of the country.”

A Queen With The Heart Of A King

The first Queen Elizabeth, whose name has become a synonym for the era
which she dominated (1558-1603), was born in 1533 to Henry VIII and Anne
Boleyn. Called "Gloriana" by Edmund Spenser, Elizabeth's deft political skills and



strong personal character were directly responsible for putting England (at the time
of her accession in 1558 a weak, divided backwater far outside the mainstream of
European power and cultural development) on the road to becoming a true world
economic and political power and restoring the country's lost sense of national pride.
Although she entertained many marriage proposals and flirted incessantly (her
closest brush with marriage came with Robert Dudley, earl of Leicester), she never
married or had children.

Elizabeth inherited a tattered realm: dissension between Catholics and
Protestants tore at the very foundation of society; the royal treasury had been bled
dry by Mary and her advisors, Mary's loss of Calais left England with no continental
possessions for the first time since the arrival of the Normans in 1066 and many
(mainly Catholics) doubted Elizabeth's claim to the throne. Continental affairs added
to her problems - France had a strong foothold in Scotland, and Spain, the strongest
European nation at the time, posed a threat to the security of the realm. Elizabeth
proved most calm and calculating (even though she had a horrendous temper),
employing capable and distinguished men to carrying out royal prerogative.

Her first order of business was to eliminate religious unrest. Elizabeth lacked
the fanaticism of her siblings (Edward VI favored Protestant radicalism, Mary I,
conservative Catholicism), which enabled her to devise a compromise that,
basically, reinstated Henrician reforms. She was, however, compelled to take a
stronger pro-Protestant stance when events demanded it, for two reasons: the
machinations of Mary Queen of Scots and persecution of continental Protestants by
the two strongholds of Orthodox Catholicism, Spain and France.

Is Deep Space the Birthplace of Life Across the Cosmos?
Chemical reactions brewing between the stars may have jump-started biology
on Earth, and all across the universe.

In the latest scientific version of Genesis, life begins, paradoxically, with an
act of destruction. After 10 billion years of guzzling the hydrogen in its core, a sun-

size star runs out of nuclear fuel and becomes unstable. It goes through a series of



convulsions and expels a shell of searing-hot atoms—including hydrogen, carbon,
and oxygen. The star fizzles into an inert cinder, and its atoms drift off, seemingly
lost in the interstellar gloom.

But next the story takes a surprise turn, from destruction to construction. Some
of those rogue atoms float into a nearby gas cloud and stick to fine grains of dust
there. Even at a frigid —440 degrees Fahrenheit, the atoms bump and crash into each
other, merging to form simple molecules. Over millions of years, one relatively
dense region of the cloud begins to collapse in on itself. An infant star takes shape
at the center. In the surrounding areas, temperatures rise, molecules evaporate from
their icy dust grains, and a new round of more intricate chemical reactions begins.

Then comes the most wondrous part of the whole tale. Those reactions weave

the simple atoms of hydrogen, carbon, and oxygen into complex organic molecules.

Such carbon-bearing compounds are the raw material for life—and they seem to
emerge spontaneously, inexorably, in the enormous stretches between the stars. “The
abundance of organics and their role in getting life started may make a big, big
difference between a giant universe with a lot of life, and one with very little,” says

Scott Sandford of NASA’s Ames Research Center in Moffett Field, California, who

studies organic molecules from space.

The notion that the underlying chemistry of life could have begun in the far
reaches of space, long before our planet even existed, used to be controversial, even
comical. No longer. Recent observations show that nebulas throughout our galaxy
are bursting with prebiotic molecules. Laboratory simulations demonstrate how
intricate molecular reactions can occur efficiently even under exceedingly cold, dry,
near-vacuum conditions. Most persuasively, we know for sure that organic
chemicals from space could have landed on Earth in the past—because they are

doing so right now. Detailed analysis of a meteorite that landed in Australia reveals

that it is chock-full of prebiotic molecules.

China and India Make Big Strides on Climate Change

Until recently, China and India have been cast as obstacles, at the very least reluctant conscripts,
in the battle against climate change. That reputation looks very much out-of-date now that both
countries have greatly accelerated their investments in cost-effective renewable energy sources —
and reduced their reliance on fossil fuels. It’s America — Donald Trump’s America — that now
looks like the laggard.
According to research released last week at a United Nations climate meeting in Germany, China
and India should easily exceed the targets they set for themselves in the 2015 Paris Agreement
signed by more than 190 countries. China’s emissions of carbon dioxide appear to have peaked
more than 10 years sooner than its government had said they would. And India is now expected to
obtain 40 percent of its electricity from non-fossil fuel sources by 2022, eight years ahead of
schedule.
Every one of the Paris signatories will have to reduce emissions to ward off the worst consequences
of global warming — devastating droughts, melting glaciers and unstoppable sea level rise. But
the tangible progress by the world’s number one producer of greenhouse gases (China) and its
number three (India) are astonishing nonetheless, and worth celebrating.
