The tailor's manufactory SHISHKIN, located in Yekaterinburg, has been developing and producing
collections of mountain ski equipment for two years by order of the Austrian company FISCHER, the world's
largest manufacturer of ski equipment and equipment. The company has been audited by foreign experts from the
International Federation of Clothing International Apparel Federation (IAF) and TrigonSelectLtd. As a result, the
manufactory was among 12 enterprises that received international IAF certificates and included in the database of
leading manufacturers of clothing for foreign markets.

Task:

1. Under what conditions is SHISHKIN included in the global chain of the Austrian FISCHER company?

2. What stages have been implemented by the Yekaterinburg company to enter international markets?

3. What contract and on what terms should be concluded between the SHISHKIN manufactory and

FISCHER?

The keys to correct answers:

1. The tailor's manufactory was included in the global chain of the Austrian company by passing an
inspection or audit by foreign experts from the International Federation of Clothing and the
TrigonSelectLtd company, which carry out international certification, and by confirming its compliance
with the established requirements.

2. Inorder for the company to enter the international market, it had to pass international certification, during
which a program is being implemented to assess the level of the enterprise, form an individual plan for the
development and promotion of production at the international level, and organize meetings with
international partners. Obtaining a document confirming these conditions facilitates the conclusion of
contracts with large international companies. After that, the tailor's manufactory received an order for
tailoring ski equipment for an Austrian company. And then for two years the company develops and
produces the necessary products.

3. The companies must conclude a supply contract, which will specify the subject of the contract - ski
equipment; the order of delivery, where the places of shipment / acceptance of the goods will be
determined, the obligations of the parties, the list of necessary documents, as well as documents for
registration of the transaction passport and customs clearance of the goods, since the company is Austrian;
the price, which will reflect issues related to the payment process, the currency of settlements, the time of
payment, actions in case of non-fulfillment of payment obligations; the quality of the goods, which
describes important requirements that relate to compliance with the standards set by the customer; force
majeure situations and actions if any; the term the validity of the contract; the procedure for resolving
disputes; final provisions, which focus on issues that are no longer directly related to the previously
presented items, but which need to be clarified in order to avoid disputes; addresses and details of the
parties.
