Distinguished speakers, guests, ladies and gentlemen,
Good evening,



It is a great pleasure to join you for the Second World Meeting of Societies for International Law — and a privilege
indeed to be here with Dame Rosalyn Higgins — first female judge and first female president of the International
Court of Justice, as well as so many other distinguished lawyers, female and male.

While I was preparing my remarks, I was looking through my notes on gender representation in the UN system,
and I saw that there have fewer than 10 female members of the International Law Commission in its seven decades
of existence. I look at the expertise in this room and think: really, we must do better and I hope that I can count on
law societies and associations to advocate for gender equality and representation.

Ladies and gentlemen,

I would like to focus today on the health of our multilateral system, which is often described as being at a
crossroads but which I fear might now be approaching a tipping point.

We are witnessing the rise of nationalist populism and extremist ideologies, as the world becomes more
multipolar but also more polarized. We have seen the impact of this trend on hard-won multilateral agreements
and institutions: the Paris climate agreement; the global compact on migration; the Human Rights Council, the
WTO, arms control instruments — these are just a few examples that 1’d like to mention.

British Broadcasting Corporation
BRITISH CORPORATION

British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) publicly financed broadcasting system in Great Britain, operating under
royal charter. It held a monopoly on television in Great Britain from its introduction until 1954 and on radio until
1972. Headquarters are in the Greater London borough of Westminster.

The BBC's Broadcasting House, central London, designed by G. Val Myer and opened in 1932.
The first initiatives in British radio after World War I were taken by commercial firms that regarded broadcasting
primarily as point-to-point communications. The British Broadcasting Company, Ltd., was established in 1922 as
a private corporation, in which only British manufacturers were permitted to hold shares. In 1925, upon
recommendation of a parliamentary committee, the company was liquidated and replaced in 1927 by a public
corporation, the British Broadcasting Corporation. Although ultimately answerable to Parliament, the BBC has
virtually complete independence in the conduct of its activities. The British monarch appoints the members of the
BBC Trust, an independent 12-member panel, governed by a chairman, who oversees day-to-day operations.
The original charter gave the BBC a monopoly covering all phases of broadcasting in Britain. A key figure in the
early history of the corporation was John Reith (later Lord Reith), general manager from 1922 and director general
from 1927 to 1938. He developed radio broadcasting throughout the British Isles, inaugurated the empire
shortwave broadcasting service, and directed the development of the world’s first regular television service in
1936. His concept of public service broadcasting prevailed in Great Britain and influenced broadcasting in many
other countries.

Whirlpool Refrigerator

Remove the Doors.

1. Unplug refrigerator or disconnect power.

2. Open both doors to 90°. Remove the base grille by removing the two screws, then pulling out on the outside
corners.

NOTE: The doors must only be opened to 90°. If they are opened all the way, the base grille will not come off.
IMPORTANT: The Smart Grid antenna housing is mounted on the metal frame behind the base grille. Do not
remove, open, crush, pull, kick or step on the antenna housing. Doing so can damage the antenna.

3. Disconnect the water tubing, located behind the base grille on the freezer door side. The dispenser tubing runs
through the door hinge, and must be disconnected in order to remove the door.

Style 1: Press the colored outer ring against the face of fitting and pull the water tubing free.

NOTE: Keep the water tubing connector attached to the tube that runs underneath the freezer. The door cannot be
removed if the connector is still attached to the tube that runs through the door hinge.

Style 2: Firmly pull on the clasp to release the tube, then pull the water tubing free.

NOTE: Keep the clasp attached to the tube that runs underneath the freezer.



4. Disconnect the wiring, located behind the base grille on the freezer door side.

Remove the P-clamp using a 74 “hex-head” socket wrench. Remove the small wiring bundle from the P-clamp.
Remove the wiring clip using a %4 “hex-head” socket wrench. m Pull the electrical housing out from under the
refrigerator. Disconnect the wiring plugs from the housing.

Gently pull the large wiring bundle (with two white plugs) through the routing plate.

5. Close both doors and keep them closed until you are ready to lift them free from the cabinet.

What criteria are used to grant city status within the UK?

Officially and contrary to popular belief, there are no specific criteria which automatically grant city status in the
United Kingdom, although in the past the status was awarded to towns with a diocesan cathedral.



As far back as history has been recorded, city status has been conferred by a royal charter, but there are a number
of cities whose city status predates historic records. In present times, city status is granted by the British monarch,
currently Queen Elizabeth II.

To most people, the word 'city' confers a large and densely populated urban area. However there are a number of
UK cities which are no bigger than average towns or even villages. Most notably, St David's in Pembrokeshire,
Wales is the smallest city in the United Kingdom with a population of just 2000. The city is so small that it lies
entirely within a national park. Other small cities include Wells in Somerset with a population of 10000 and Ely in
Cambridgeshire with a population of around 14000.

By contrast there are several large and densely populated urban areas in the United Kingdom which are not
officially designated as cities, that is which have no city charter. These fall into two groups:

. Conurbations

Conurbations are large urban areas which can include cities, but which are not officially designated a city as a
composite.

The most notable example of the former group is London (Greater London) which contrary to popular belief is not
officially classed as a city as it has no city charter. It is a conurbation which includes two cities, the City of London
and the City of Westminster, as well as a large number of towns and villages. Nevertheless the overwhelming
majority of people in the UK and internationally consider London to be a city.

(Note that the City of London is not the same as London or Greater London. The City of London also known as
The City or the Square Mile spans an area of just over one square mile (just under 3 square kilometers) and forms
the financial centre of Greater London. Its resident population is just 8000 but due to the high density of offices, its
daily working population is around 300,000.

. Large Towns without City Status

There are many examples of large towns within the United Kingdom which are large enough to be considered
'cities', if 'cities' are defined as large and densely populated urban areas. Here are the largest of the non-city towns,
with approximate population figures. As these towns are not officially considered cities, there is no section on
ukcities.co.uk for them, hence links have been provided to local websites where you can find further information
about each town. As can be appreciated from these websites, some of the towns have a notable metropolitan
quality to them.

Comparative advantage
Paul Samuelson, one of the 20th century's greatest economists, once remarked that the principle of comparative
advantage was the only big idea that ECONOMICS had produced that was both true and surprising. It is also one
of the oldest theories in economics, usually ascribed to DAVID RICARDO. The theory underpins the economic
case for FREE TRADE. But it is often misunderstood or misrepresented by opponents of free trade. It shows how
countries can gain from trading with each other even if one of them is more efficient — it has an ABSOLUTE
ADVANTAGE — in every sort of economic activity. Comparative advantage is about identifying which
activities a country (or firm or individual) is most efficient at doing.
To see how this theory works, imagine two countries, Alpha and Omega. Each country has 1,000 workers and can
make two goods, computers and cars. Alpha's economy is far more productive than Omega's. To make a car,
Alpha needs two workers, compared with Omega's four. To make a computer, Alpha uses 10 workers, compared
with Omega's 100. If there is no trade, and in each country half the workers are in each industry, Alpha produces
250 cars and 50 computers and Omega produces 125 cars and 5 computers.
What if the two countries specialize? Although Alpha makes both cars and computers more efficiently than
Omega (it has an absolute advantage), it has a bigger edge in computer making. So it now devotes most of its
resources to that industry, employing 700 workers to make computers and only 300 to make cars. This raises
computer output to 70 and cuts car production to 150. Omega switches entirely to cars, turning out 250.
World output of both goods has risen. Both countries can consume more of both if they trade, but at what PRICE?
Neither will want to import what it could make more cheaply at home. So Alpha will want at least 5 cars per
computer, and Omega will not give up more than 25 cars per computer. Suppose the terms of trade are fixed at 12
cars per computer and 120 cars are exchanged for 10 computers. Then Alpha ends up with 270 cars and 60
computers, and Omega with 130 cars and 10 computers. Both are better off than they would be if they did not
trade.

This is true even though Alpha has an absolute advantage in making both computers and cars. The reason is that
each country has a different comparative advantage. Alpha's edge is greater in computers than in cars. Omega,
although a costlier producer in both industries, is a less expensive maker of cars. If each country specializes in
products in which it has a comparative advantage, both will gain from trade.
In essence, the theory of comparative advantage says that it pays countries to trade because they are different. It is
impossible for a country to have no comparative advantage in anything. It may be the least efficient at everything,
but it will still have a comparative advantage in the industry in which it is relatively least bad.
There is no reason to assume that a country's comparative advantage will be static. If a country does what it has a
comparative advantage in and sees its INCOME grow as a result, it can afford better education and
INFRASTRUCTURE. These, in turn, may give it a comparative advantage in other economic activities in future.

1. Despite the orgiastic rituals once held at the Arc du Carrousel, art aficionados revered this place for another
reason entirely. From the esplanade at the end of the Tuileries, four of the finest art museums in the world could be
seen one at each point of the compass.

Out of the right hand window, south across the Seine and Quai Voltaire, Langdon could see the dramatically lit
facade of the old train station — now the esteemed Musée d’Orsay.
